INTRODUCTION
The Home Loan and Mortgage Disclosure Act, 2000 (Act No. 63 of 2000) (HLAMDA) was promulgated in the year 2000. The purpose of the Act is to compel financial institutions to disclose certain information in respect of their lending activities in the home loan market. In the past it has been possible to ascertain the number of home loans granted by banks and financial institutions but it has not been possible to ascertain those home loan applications which have been declined and the reasons for such declines. 
The purpose of this report is to present the information submitted to the Office and the compliance thereof by the financial institutions.  This means that this report is not intended to compare the financial institutions against each other but rather to the compliance of the Act.

OBJECTIVES OF HLAMDA

The Home Loan and Mortgage Disclosure Act 2000, (Act No.63 of 2000) (HLAMDA) was promulgated in 2000.The purpose of HLAMDA is to:

“To promote fair lending practices, which require disclosure by financial institutions of information regarding the provision of home loans; to establish an Office of Disclosure; and to provide for matters connected therewith.”

DISCUSSIONS WITH STAKEHOLDERS

The Office invited stakeholders who are required to disclose and submit information to the Office in terms of Section 2 and other interested parties e.g. Banking Association South Africa (BASA), Independent Regulatory Board for Auditors (IRBA) and South African Institute of Chartered Accountants (SAICA), to a workshop on the 5th of June 2012. It was the intention of the Office to introduce the members, outline members' functions as stipulated in Section 5 of HLAMDA and ensure stakeholder understanding of their expectations. Further, to seek clarity and understand stakeholder interpretation of the HLAMDA requirements and how they comply.

During stakeholder interactions it was identified that various sections of HLAMDA needed to be amended. This would ensure that financial institutions would be in a position to disclose information to the Office. Financial institutions highlighted that they were facing various challenges in disclosing the information in terms of the current regulations.
It was further agreed that for the purpose of HLAMDA the reporting period shall be from 01 January to 31 December annually and that all financial institutions will disclose to the Office 60 days after the end of the reporting period i.e. 02 March annually.

INDEPENDENT AUDIT ASSURANCE REPORTS

In discussions with BASA and the IRBA the Office requested that all information disclosed to the Office should be audited by financial institutions auditors as Independent Audit Assurance reports. The following financial institutions have provided Independent Audit assurance reports.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

ALBARAKA BANK LIMITED

The audit report was prepared by Ernst & Young.
Their responsibility was to express a limited assurance conclusion on the annual return based on their work performed. Their report indicates that their audit is not designed to disclose all the weaknesses which may exist in the financial institutions system. In terms of their observation, the annual return form was populated based on the status of all loans as at 20 May 2013 though the annual return form states 31 December 2012. 
The audit report mentions that Albaraka management has however performed reconciliation in order to obtain the number of disbursed loans at 31 December 2012. However other categories could not be reconciled. The audit report has recommended that a listing from the HLAMDA capturing module should be extracted and archived on a daily basis especially at year end where the status of the loan applications will be accurate. They also recommended that it is important to understand and document the status of all “pending” deals at year end as these are not reflected on the return. 

The auditors also noted that 2 deals were classified in the incorrect income bracket. The auditor recommended that the income and expenditure documentation should be checked and reviewed properly and the applicant details recorded appropriately for the return to reflect the correct information. Albaraka mentioned that as part of strengthening the reporting additional checks will be introduced to ensure correct capturing of information.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

SOUTH AFRICAN BANK OF ATHENS

The audit report was prepared by Deloitte. 
The audit indicated that management is responsible for preparing the return from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records in accordance with Section 3 of HLAMDA. 

In terms of the Summary of work performed, the audit indicates that they clarify that their work performed did not extend to obtaining evidence to validate the integrity and accuracy of information as communicated by applicants in applications and accordingly no assurance can be provided regarding the validity or accuracy of information included in applications. Furthermore their procedures did not include the testing of IT general and application computer controls and they therefore do not provide assurance on the control environment or the accuracy and completeness of the information extracted from the sub systems.

In terms of their Limited Assurance Conclusion based on their work performed, nothing has come to their attention except for matters disclosed in Annexure A that caused them to believe that the Return for the year ended 31 December 2012, has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records, in all material respects in accordance with the requirements of Section 3 of HLAMDA. They had discovered one application that fell in the income bracket of R10000-R15000, should have actually been in the bucket of R15001 and above.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

FIRST RAND BANK LIMITED

The audit report was prepared by PricewaterhouseCoopers. 
In terms of the Basis for disclaimer of conclusion, their findings were as follows:

· Exceptions were noted in tracing information included in the Return back to loan applications or supporting documents. This resulted in them being unable to verify information included in the return back to the underlying source.

· Management made certain assumptions in populating the return which could have an adverse impact on the accuracy of the disclosure in the return.

· Certain information could not be reconciled back from the return to the underlying source systems due to the system being live and the data could therefore not be extracted as at the reporting date.

In terms of the Disclaimer of conclusion the audit indicates that because of the significance of the matters described in the Basis for Disclaimer of Conclusion paragraph they have not been able to obtain sufficient appropriate evidence to provide a basis for an audit opinion. Accordingly they do not express a limited assurance conclusion to the return.

In terms of the report they noted interpretation and assumptions applied by FirstRand Bank in completing the return. They indicated that several assumptions were made in compiling the information extract and the assumptions were as follows:

Province: 

The province of the (newly purchased) property was used and not the province of the applicant and regional classification as follows

· For mortgage the classification refers to the physical location of the bonded property; and

· For unsecured and pension backed lending the classification refers to the customers residential address at the time of application.

Race of applicant:

Where there is more than one applicant the race of the first applicant was used.

Gender of applicant:

Where there is more than one co-applicant the gender of the first applicant was used. Where the applicant was a juristic person, the application was labeled as “juristic”

Loan amount:

Applications which are less than R3000, 00 have been excluded.

Period used in determining the population:

Applications listed are applications received in the period 1 January 2012 – 31 December 2012.

Income category

Income used in the extract is the same as the one in the scoring process.

PricewaterhouseCoopers has also indicated that they are prepared to meet with the Office to discuss their findings in further detail.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

INVESTEC

The audit report was prepared by Ernst & Young and KPMG. 
In terms of the auditors Basis for a qualified conclusion, they reported that the management of Investec submitted their report to the Office of Disclosure. The audit indicated that the underlying records of the financial institution contain a number of weaknesses which affect the accuracy and completeness of the data used to prepare the return. As a result of these weaknesses, the breakdown of the data in the return does not reconcile to the total loans granted causing the preparation of certain disclosures in the return to be inaccurate and incomplete.
In terms of the auditors qualified conclusion they indicated that based on their work performed, except for the effects of the matters described under the basis for a qualified conclusion, nothing has come to their attention that caused them to believe that the return for the year ended 31 December 2012 has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records, in all material respects accordance with the requirements of Section 3 of HLAMDA.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

ITHALA LIMITED

The audit report was performed by the Office of the Auditor-General South Africa. 
In terms of the audit, the report indicates that a sample of 15 home loan applications and 10 pension backed loans were sampled. Of the sample at least 50% of the applications were selected from applications disclosed as having been “declined” with the balance selected from applications “approved taken up” and “approved not taken up”. To support the accuracy of the respective data fields the audit agreed a sample of data fields contained in applications included in the final data set to applications received from third parties. The reasons for applications being declined was agreed to the underlying system or communication to the applicant. 
In terms of the limited assurance conclusion, the audit indicates that nothing has come to the auditor’s attention that causes them to believe that the return for the reporting period has not been prepared from information extracted from Ithala’s underlying records in all material respects in accordance with Section 3 of HLAMDA. 
The audit however in term of Emphasis of matter, indicates that without qualifying the limited assurance conclusion attention is drawn to subsections 4 and 7 of the return. The tables in these subsections require disclosure of loans per income bracket and loans per rand amount. The format of these tables results in the omission of loans between “R50000-R51000”, “R100000-R101000”, “R150000-R151000”, and R350000-R351000. There is also a duplication of loans amounting to R700000 as these loans are disclosed in both the R351000-R700000 and loan amounts greater than and equal to R700000.

AUDITORS COMMENTS 

MERCANTILE BANK

The audit report was performed by Deloitte. 
The audit report indicates that the return contains non- financial data which is not subjected to a financial audit and is predominantly derived from non financial systems. The applicant’s interpretation of the information provided in an application is furthermore subjective. Where certain data is omitted from applications this could affect the accuracy and completeness of the information on the financial institutions systems and therefore the return. Although the term home is defined by the Act, it is always not possible to assess the purpose for which applications for loans are made.
In terms of the limited assurance conclusion, the audit indicates that nothing has come to their attention that causes them to believe that the return for the reporting period has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records in all material respects in accordance with Section 3 of HLAMDA.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

NEDBANK

The audit report was performed by Deloitte. 
In terms of their Basis for qualified conclusion exceptions were noted of a sample of 18 applications in the reasons for declined applications communicated to the applicant and those recorded by the Division on the Staffware system.( the data from which was used to populate the return)

· Two exceptions noted where the reasons for the decline communicated to the applicant differed from those on the system;

· One exception was noted where a letter of decline was sent to the applicant however did not contain the reason for decline;

· One exception was noted where a letter of decline was not sent to the applicant ,and

· One exception was noted where the province per the application differed from the system.

They also noted that the applicant details regarding race are determined by obtaining the information that is submitted within the application form. It is therefore not possible to independently verify applicant’s race. One exception was noted of a sample of five applications where the race was not indicated on the application form while the system shows the applicant as African.

In terms of the qualified conclusion except for the matters in the Basis for qualified conclusion,  the audit indicates that nothing has come to their attention that causes them to believe that the return for the reporting period has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records in all material respects in accordance with Section 3 of HLAMDA.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

SA HOME LOANS

The audit report was performed by Deloitte. 
In terms of the limited assurance conclusion except for the matters in the Basis for qualified conclusion, the audit indicates that nothing has come to their attention that causes them to believe that the return for the reporting period has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records in all material respects in accordance with Section 3 of HLAMDA. 
The audit report however mentions that in October 2012 SA Home Loans launched a personal loans product. As part of the project, personal loans would be offered to qualifying home loan clients of SA Home loans. The personal loan has a maximum term of 36 months and maximum value of R50000. As at 31 December 2012 personal loans valued at R4.5 million had been disbursed to approved home loan clients.SA Home loans did not collect data from borrowers on the purpose for which the personal loan will be used. This information would have been useful in completing regulatory reports such as the HLAMDA Return form. This required assumption to be made in the completion of the HLAMDA return for the period ended 31 December 2012. A change to the process was subsequently implemented in January 2013 where information on the use of a personal loan is now collected. The audit report also indicates that the definition of “home loan” requires only unsecured loans used for constructing, purchasing, renovating or improving a person’s house to be disclosed in the return. 

AUDITORS COMMENTS

STANDARD BANK OF SOUTH AFRICA LIMITED

The audit report was performed by KPMG.
The audit report notes that the information in the return contains non financial data which is not subjected to a financial audit and is predominantly derived from non-financial systems. The applicant’s interpretation of the information provided in an application is furthermore subjective. Where certain data is omitted from applications this could affect the accuracy and completeness of the information on the divisions systems and therefore the return. Although the term home loan is defined by the Act to include any loan used for the purposes of constructing ,purchasing ,renovating or improving in any such way such persons housing, it is not always possible to assess the purpose for which applications for loans are made.

The audit report clarifies that their work performed did not extend to obtaining evidence to validate the integrity and accuracy of information as communicated by applicants in applications and accordingly no assurance can be provided regarding the validity or accuracy of the information included in applications. Furthermore their procedures did not include the testing of IT general and application computer controls and they therefore do not provide assurance on the control environment or accuracy and completeness of the information extracted from sub – systems.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

ABSA BANK LIMITED

The audit report was performed by PricewaterhouseCoopers. 
In terms of the Basis for disclaimer of conclusion the audit indicated that “as a result of the matters noted below and the fact that they could have a pervasive impact on the return in particular those pertaining to personal unsecured home loans we were unable to determine if information disclosed in the return had been extracted in all material respects from the financials institutions underlying records in accordance with the requirements of Section 3 of the Act.

Their findings related to three key areas are as follows:

Return section 1: exceptions were noted in tracing information included in the return back to loan applications or support pertaining to income categorization, province, and gender. In addition for personal unsecured loans, race was not an input field in personal unsecured home loan applications, and support requested could not be provided for eight applications selected. This resulted in them being unable to verify information included in the return back to source as required by their procedure.

Return section 2: management made certain assumptions in populating the return which could have an adverse impact on the accuracy of the disclosure in the return. In particular, pertaining to personal unsecured home loans, they noted that only 7 of the 90463 applications received are indicated as being “declined” .they were unable to obtain explanations and support to validate the completeness of the “declined “applications reported.

Return section 3: in reconciling the data from the source systems back to the information on the return they observed that management attributed a decline reason of “other” to 28% of the total decline applications. This category was used to record applications where no decline reason was recorded in the underlying source data by the scoring system, mainly due instances were scoring decisions were manual. In addition they observed that management attributed an” income catergorisation”of “unknown” to approximately 0.2% of applications. They were unable to determine the underlying category in the return that these applications should have been mapped to.
According to the audit there were several assumptions made by ABSA bank limited for example:

Period used in determining the population.

Applications listed are applications received in the period 1 January 2012 to 31 December 2012.

Nature of applicant.

All applications received can either be individual (where there is a single applicant only) or joint (more than one applicant) and legal entity.

Race of applicant.

Where there is more than one applicant the race of the majority applicants or main applicant in the case of a joint application are specified. If applicant is a juristic person the race of the predominant group of members in the entity is specified.  Foreign national applications for property not located with the Republic of South Africa are excluded from the return.

Gender of applicant.

Where there is more than one applicant the gender of the main applicant is specified.

Province.

The province used for the applicants depend on the category of the loan being reported for example, mortgage home loan the physical location of the bonded property is used, pension backed home loan the province in which the employer of the pension backed loan applicant is based is used and personal unsecured home loan the province of the applicants residential address as at the time of the application is based is used and reported in the return form.

Application.

All loan amounts scored, irrespective of size are reported and are rounded to the nearest Rand.

Status of loan application

Approved loans reported in the return include all” approved loans taken up” and ” approved loans not taken up” Approved loans are based on the loan amount granted whilst scored applications are based on the loan amount requested.

In terms of the Disclaimer of conclusion the audit indicates that because of the significance of the matters Basis for disclaimer of conclusion paragraphs, they have not been able to obtain sufficient appropriate evidence to provide a basis for a limited assurance conclusion .Accordingly they do not express a limited assurance conclusion on the Return.

In terms of the Disclaimer of conclusion, they mention that because of the significance of the matters described in the basis for disclaimer of conclusion paragraphs they have not been able to obtain sufficient appropriate evidence to provide a basis for a limited assurance conclusion. Accordingly they do not express a limited assurance conclusion on the Return.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

VBS MUTUAL BANK
The audit was performed by KPMG
The audit report notes that the information in the return contains non financial data which is not subjected to a financial audit and is predominantly derived from non-financial systems. The applicant’s interpretation of the information provided in an application is furthermore subjective. Where certain data is omitted from applications this could affect the accuracy and completeness of the information on the divisions systems and therefore the return. Although the term home loan is defined by the Act to include any loan used for the purposes of constructing ,purchasing ,renovating or improving in any such way such persons housing, it is not always possible to assess the purpose for which applications for loans are made.

In terms of the Limited assurance conclusion the audit indicates that nothing has come to their attention that causes them to believe that the Return has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions records. In terms of the emphasis of matter, the audit indicates that without qualifying their conclusion, they draw the attention to the imperative matters and assumptions applied by the financial institution management as per the return.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

BANK OF CHINA JHB BRANCH

The audit report was performed by PricewaterhouseCoopers. 

In terms of their Limited Assurance Conclusion based on their work performed, nothing has come to their attention that caused them to believe that the Return for the year ended 31 December 2012, has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records, in all material respects in accordance with the requirements of Section 3 of HLAMDA.
In terms of assumptions made by the financial institution, the audit report indicated that 

· Section 2 of the return: rand value of all home loans received/scored/approved/declined per income bracket. As this is the first time that the financial institution is required to prepared the HLAMDA return, it was assumed that all mortgage loans as of 31 December 2012 are disclosed in the return;

· The sections (sections 4,10 and 11) where reference e is made to “during the reporting period” relates to the reporting period from 01 January 2012 to 31 December 2012;

· The date of granting of the loan is the date used for the completion of the return per the definition of” during the reporting period”;

· The mortgage loan is only granted to the financial institutions own staff and to certain valued customers and is not available to the general public;

· Mortgage loans(home loans) are assumed to be loans granted to staff and certain customers for the purchase of private residential property;

· The province is the province in which the physical location of the bonded property is used and reported in the return;

· Status of loan application: approved loans reported in the return include all” approved loans taken up” and” approved loans not taken up”. Approved loans are based on the loan amount granted whilst scored applications are based on the loan amount requested.

AUDITORS COMMENTS

HBZ BANK LIMITED
The audit report was performed by KPMG.

The audit report notes that the information in the return contains non financial data which is not subjected to a financial audit and is predominantly derived from non-financial systems. The applicant’s interpretation of the information provided in an application is furthermore subjective. Where certain data is omitted from applications this could affect the accuracy and completeness of the information on the divisions systems and therefore the return. In terms of the Limited Assurance Conclusion the audit has indicated that nothing has come to their attention that caused them to believe that the Return for the year ended 31 December 2012, has not been prepared from information extracted from the financial institutions underlying records, in all material respects in accordance with the requirements of Section 3 of HLAMDA
The auditors have also clarified that their work performed did not extend to obtaining evidence to validate the integrity and accuracy of information as communicated by applicants in applications and accordingly no assurance can be provided regarding the validity or accuracy of the information included in applications. Furthermore, their procedures did not include the testing of IT general and application computer controls and they therefore do not provide assurance on the control environment or the accuracy and comprehensiveness of the information extracted from the sub systems.

DECLINE REASONS

From the Annual returns submitted the following were reasons  It seems as there are still a large % of applications being declined by financial institutions for reasons as follows:

Lack of affordability 

Unacceptable credit track record, 

Other / blank data,

Unacceptable security, 

Insufficient information/ documents having being provided, 

Adverse credit record, 

Not target market, 

Ineligible applicant and

Unacceptable exposure (town)

Financial institutions ABSA and Investec provided the ‘other/ blank data’ as one of the reasons in declining applications.

UNSECURED LENDING

Unsecured lending” has a technical definition that includes loans for which the lender holds no security, but excludes “credit facilities” such as overdrafts, credit cards and short-term credit, none of which have seen much growth. While we tend to think of unsecured loans as being synonymous with microloans, the growth is partly due to the fact that loans have been getting bigger and longer. The majority of unsecured personal loans are advanced to consumers that are vulnerable to changes in economic conditions and should conditions deteriorate in the current uncertain environment this could have a significant impact on “consumer credit health”. These consumers may also be vulnerable to events that could impact each consumer individually, for example a life event such as severe illness 

The characteristics of unsecured personal loans should be considered in relation to the usage thereof. Firstly, unsecured personal loans amounts advanced are typically below R150, 000, although some credit providers are making loans in excess of this amount. Further, the term of the loans is typically shorter than 60 months, with some loan periods of up to 84 months. 

In view of the size and term of the loans, there are limitations to which the loans can be used to finance the assets or expenditure of consumers. For example, the loans would not be large enough or taken out over a long enough term to finance the acquisition of formal housing or expensive motor vehicles. However, they could be used for property extensions, paying a deposit on a house and education costs. 
Access to credit, pricing levels and credit risks are inextricably linked. For example, unsecured personal loans are often offered to consumers that do not qualify for other forms of finance due to their risk profiles. Consumers that represent higher risks will be charged higher interest rates and it will be anticipated that there will be a relatively high level of overdue accounts and defaults in respect of such clients. It is, accordingly, not surprising that these consumers are reported to have a significant level of impaired accounts with credit bureaus.

The demand for unsecured personal loans is seen in the increasing number of applications that have been made by consumers. This is a product that credit providers have focused on in meeting the demand for credit. Factors that have influenced growth in this regard include the relative ease and speed at which the likes of unsecured personal loans can be obtained.

RATINGS OF FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS
In terms of section 5 (1) (d) making available to the public, information that indicates whether or not financial institutions are serving the housing credit needs of their communities, and rating such financial institutions in accordance with such information” the Office has to rate financial institutions performance .
With regards to rating the Office is of the view that research needs to be done to rate financial institutions correctly and properly. The Office is also of the view that financial institutions who submitted Annual returns should be rated differently from those who have submitted nil Annual returns and those who have not complied with HLAMDA.  

Some of the following factors could be taken into account when rating financial institutions performance in terms of HLAMDA only.

Industry Characteristics and Trends

Value and volume of home loans received.

Decline %

Approval and approval taken up %

Diversity of business operations and network

Level of information technology (“IT”) and its integration

THE ANALYSIS

In line with HLAMDA there are key variables which play an important part in this exercise which are as follows:

Financial Institutions, 

The borrowers /applicants, and 

The issuing of home loans. 

In the light of that, the process of analysis and interpretation is guided by the need to unpack the following key issues  

How did the banks perform in granting and in declining home loans to the borrowers?

To examine emerging trends in the manner in which the banks granted home loans to the borrowers of different racial backgrounds.

To find out if there are any patterns revealed from the lending practices of financial institutions?

Furthermore, it would be worthwhile to examine factors which influenced the trend regarding the total number of received applications. 

The analysis of information by the National Department of Human Settlements, for purposes of providing an interpretation and analysis of data based on the submissions made by the following financial institutions:

The Bank of China has in a letter dated 18 July 2013 indicated that they are only providing home loans and a very limited range of secured personal loans to their staff members and the executives of their VIP corporate customers and this additional service is aimed at attracting loyalties from those individuals and no profit making is involved. The Branch has no intention to provide this service to the general public. In its Annual Return Form the financial institution indicated that it had 9 applications to the value of R9, 966, 391, 00 that was “Received/scored/approved and approved taken up in the income bracket R15001 and above. All the applications were in Gauteng province. There were no applications declined. The mortgage loan is only granted to the financial institutions own staff and to certain valued customers and is not available to the general public

The HBZ Bank Limited has in a letter dated 22 July 2013 indicated that whilst they do not offer home loans, pension backed loans or unsecured loans as a product, there have been instances where they have made advances to persons for the purposes of constructing, purchasing, renovating or improving their housing, with the security of a registered mortgage bond or any other form of security or unsecured. In their Annual Return Form the institution indicated that it had 9 applications to the value of R11790500 that was received/scored /approved and approved taken up in the income bracket R15001 and above. Five of the applications were received in KwaZulu Natal and four in Gauteng province. There were no applications declined. In terms of gender, historically disadvantaged persons the institution indicated that 7 applications to the value of R5150000 were received and approved to HDP’s, 2 applications were approved to juristic persons and 7 applications’ approved to HDP men. All applications were approved to the Asian race group.

CONCLUSION

The content of this report reflects the lending patterns and practices of financial institutions on home loans through the information which has been received, collated and analysed by the Office of Disclosure for the period 01 January 2012 to

31 December 2012 for the compilation of the Annual Report to the Minister.  This report reflects the lending patterns and practices of financial institutions on home loans. The financial institutions have furnished the information based on the Annual Return Form for the first time. Some financial institutions chose to use Banking Association of South Africa (BASA) amended version of the Annual Return Form whilst others chose to use the approved Annual return Form as approved by the Minister. Whichever format was used the Office has captured such information disclosed by financial institutions..

The communication between the financial sector, in particular the banks, has had a positive impact. The engagements are now more focused.  Whilst it is noted that some of the banks reporting systems are not yet fully accommodative to the requirements of HLAMDA, the banks have responded positively to this challenge despite the costs involved.  However, it must be mentioned that not all the affected financial institutions have complied with the Act, neither have they applied for an exemption.

The Act itself creates certain challenges hence the need for review. The departmental reporting format is considered too long by financial institutions and some of the information as per the reporting format may not be required to determine discrimination. In some areas, it creates challenges that affect the reporting by financial institutions. This matter is receiving the necessary attention in terms of proposed amendments to HLAMDA.

Certain financial institutions seem to be disclosing information to the Office in terms of the requirements of HLAMDA.

The big 4 Banks i.e. ABSA, Standard Bank, First Rand Bank and Nedbank Group seem to be playing a major role in the housing market. They dominate in all categories of applications interchangeably. There was also a fair amount of activity with SA Home Loans 

Africans and whites are dominating across all financial institution in terms of per racial categories. 

Most applications received by the financial institutions are being received from Gauteng, KwaZulu Natal and Western Cape provinces followed in most instances by Limpopo province. These somehow can be justifiable whereby you find that certain financial institutions dominates in certain provinces, for example, Ithala limited is located in KwaZulu Natal and obviously all of its applications will come from the province.

The quality of information submitted by all financial institutions was fair and reasonable.  The use of “Other and Unknown” categories contributed negatively to the credibility of information provided as such cannot be analysed correctly. Hence the overall picture of the lending patterns and practices could be distorted somewhat. In some cases, the required information was not provided. 

Certain financial institutions seem to be disclosing information to the office in terms of the requirements of HLAMDA.

18. 
RECOMMENDATIONS

The Office of Disclosure recommends that:

18.1. 
Financial Institutions must disclose information as per the approved Annual Return Form which is due on 02 March annually.
18.2.
Annual Return Forms must be signed off by the duly authorized representative/official of the financial institutions.

18.3. 
All Annual Return Forms must be accompanied by an Auditors Assurance Report.

18.4. 
Those Financial institutions who wish to submit information on an excel spreadsheet are allowed to do so, however the Annual Return Form must also be submitted.

18.5. 
Banking Association South Africa to be informed of which financial institutions have not complied with the Act..

18.6. 
The Office of Disclosure continuously engage with banks as a means of providing feed-back and outlining challenges and discussing way forward to foster a full compliance.

18.7
The Office engages with all financial institutions who submitted nil returns in order to determine their business model.

From the information received in terms of income category R0-R3500 , it can be seen that Nedbank group received 36463 applications (all products) followed by ABSA bank with 18177 applications First Rand with 1352, followed by Standard Bank with 958 applications, Investec with 438, Ithala with 64 , Albaraka on 23 and Mercantile with 1 application. There were no applications received from SA Bank of Athens, GBS mutual, S A Home Loans, VBS Mutual Bank. U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them as they only handle pension backed loan applications.

In the income category R3501-R5500, Nedbank group received 18872 applications (all products) followed by ABSA bank with 5064 applications  First Rand with 1004, followed by Standard Bank with 57, Ithala with 52, 12 from Albaraka and 2 each from Investec and VBS Mutual. The other banks received 0 in this category. Bank indicated that this does not apply to them.

In the income category R5501-R7500, Nedbank group received 15777 applications (all products) followed by ABSA bank with 8011 applications , First Rand with 2732, followed by Standard Bank with 133 , Ithala with 120, 17 from Albaraka, 12 from SAHL , 7 from Investec , 1 each from VBS Mutual, GBS Mutual, and SA Bank of Athens. Mercantile bank received 0 applications. U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them.

In the income category R7501-R10000, there were 15182 from Absa 12741 from Nedbank Group, 7623 from First rand bank, 611 from Standard bank, 598 from SAHL, 422 from Ithala, 70 from Albaraka, 7 from Investec, 5 from Mercantile, 4 from VBS Mutual and 2 from GBS Mutual. There were no applications received from SA Bank of Athens. U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them.

In the income category R10001-R15 000 there were 37017 from Absa, 26898 from First Rand ,20605 from Nedbank Group, 1320 from Ithala ,1149 from Standard Bank ,505 from SAHL 74 from Albaraka, ,64 from Investec,25 from VBS Mutual,13 from Mercantile, 10 from GBS Mutual and 6 from SA Bank of Athens. U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them.

In the income category R15 001 and above there were 297669 from Standard Bank, 146736 from Absa, 135140 from First Rand, 64488 from Nedbank Group, ,16023 from SAHL, 11162 from Investec , 5739 from Ithala ,553 from Albaraka,245 from VBS Mutual,156 from Mercantile,, 116 from SA Bank of Athens and 99 from GBS Mutual U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them.

Nedbank Group Ltd indicated that they received 5451 applications from legal entities whilst ABSA bank indicated that they received 485 applications in the unknown category.

Whilst there may be a spread of applications received it is clearly evident that the bulk of applications are received from persons who are earning from R7501 and above. It is noteworthy to mention that ABSA and Nedbank group have received a large number of applications in the R0-R3500 income category.

Investec and SA Bank of Athens indicated that they do not score applications. U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them as they only handle pension backed loan applications..

The volume of scored applications is similar to the number of applications received. According to financial institutions all applications must be scored in order to determine whether such application be processed further. At the scoring stage the status of the application will be determined, i.e. whether it is to be approved or declined. Investec and SA Bank of Athens indicated that they do not score applications. U Bank indicated that this does not apply to them as they only handle pension backed loan applications..

Firstly, unsecured personal loans amounts advanced are typically below R150, 000, although some credit providers are making loans in excess of this amount. Further, the term of the loans is typically shorter than 60 months, with some loan periods of up to 84 months. 

In view of the size and term of the loans, there are limitations to which the loans can be used to finance the assets or expenditure of consumers. In terms of gender, historically disadvantaged persons, low density areas there was a total of 814222 applications received from HDP’S , 356473 applications from HDP’S declined and 398948 Home Loans approved to HDP’s. There were 155572 Home Loans approved to person living in rural areas, 156748 Home Loan approved to person living in low density areas, 10314 Home Loan approved to juristic person. There were 269942 Home Loan approved to women compared to 273370 Home Loan approved to HDP men.

The information disclosed by financial institutions have indicated that financial institutions are penetrating low density areas in the country. It is also noteworthy that there was a large amount of home loans approved to persons living in rural areas, Whether these home loans were used for the intended purpose is another fact finding mission or to be explored further. This is said because financial institutions are not obligated to state the purpose of the home loan application, whether it would be used to construct a new home , purchase a new home , additions , etc.

Furthermore, it would be worthwhile to examine factors which influenced the trend regarding the total number of received applications.
