(b) acted contrary to section 21 (2);

(c) failed to disclose an interest or withdraw from a meeting as required by section 21 (3); or

(d) neglected to properly perform the functions of their office.

(4) Before removing a person from office in terms of subsection (3), the Minister must afford the person an opportunity to state a case in defence of their position.

ROAD ACCIDENT FUND ACT (NO. 56 OF 1996)
10. Board of Fund
(1) There shall be a Board of the Fund, constituted as follows:

(b) at least 8, but not more than 12, members appointed by the Minister, who may not be in the full-time employment of any government, and who shall each command extensive experience in one or more of the fields of insurance, finance, medical service provision, law, accounting and actuarial science, or in matters relating to disabled persons, road users, commuters’ or consumers’ interests.

(3) The Minister may remove a member of the Board referred to in subsection (1) (b) from office if there is sufficient reason to do so.

11. Powers and functions of Board, and procedure
(1) (h) delegate or assign to the Chief Executive Officer and any member of the staff of the Fund any power or duty of the Board as it may deem fit, but shall not be divested of any power or duty so delegated or assigned, and may amend or withdraw any decision made by virtue of such delegation or assignment.
