The Centre for the Book (CFB) has established a partnership with the Department of Correctional Services to synergise some of our programmes. As a result of the relationship about 500 books were donated to Rooigrond Prison in Mahikeng, North West on the 22 April 2013. On World Book Day (WBD) National Celebrations held in Kuruman more than 2500 people including school learners, librarians and members of the community attended. During the Door to Door Reading Campaign in Kuruman 8700 books were donated to Libraries, Correctional Centre, and the Old Age Home.

WBD celebrations were a great success in North West province and took place on the 23-24 April in Delareyville.   

CFB received lot of requests for book donations from different organizations and institutions:
