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	Province
	Status

	Free State
	The province has aligned and the Provincial Academy functional. They currently have 3 District academies and plan to roll out 2 more in the next 2 years.  We have commenced with their monitoring and will be paying out their second tranche of R250 000 before the end of the financial year.
The three sports stakeholders in the province; the Provincial Sport Confederation, the Department of Sport Arts and Culture and the Provincial Academy have a very good working relationship.

The Management committee has submitted their nomination list for their 10 member commission. Once all the supporting documents are submitted the list will be sent for ratification as per approved process.

	Gauteng
	The academy is functional and has started implementing programmes.  They have no functional district academies, but hope to roll out their first one in Ekurhuleni before the end of the financial year, as there are officials already in place.

	Mpumalanga
	The academy has aligned and has appointed a Manager and District Co-ordinators in Gert Sibande, Nkangala and Ehlanzeni. They held a successful high performance coaches workshop and did their first TID screening in February 2014.

	Limpopo
	Held their SGM on the 23 Feb to adopt the resolution on the dissolution of the current board. An interim committee was put in place.  We have received all their documents with regard to implementation plan and will be assisting with their programmes as they require funding to roll out all their programmes.  They currently have one official and the department has also seconded one official to assist. There are officials at the district level and SASCOC will be transferring the funds to ensure programmes are implemented at the provincial level

	Eastern Cape
	The Academy has recently aligned to the new Framework. The first Interim Committee Meeting was scheduled to take place on the 24th of October, but was postponed due to unavailability of some members. The meeting will be rescheduled for a later date in November.

	NON-COMPLIANT PROVINCES

	Kwazulu-Natal
	The scheduled SGM was postponed due to communication not reaching all members.  A meeting was subsequently held on 21 October with the PSC, KZN Department of Sport and Recreation and the KZN Academy of Sport. The process will be taken forward to ensure compliance with the new Framework. 

	Western Cape 
	The Western Cape PSC assured us that the processes have been followed and completed. Following the AGM at the end of September, a formal request for information was sent to the Western Cape. They have provided us with minutes of the meetings and unfortunately, due process was not followed. The Western Cape PSC and WECSA seem to have completed the process with just the two committees. They have yet to respond to follow up questions requesting more clarity on who exactly attended the meetings and if an SGM with all members must now be scheduled. 

	Northern Cape
	There are major challenges in the Northern Cape. The Academy, PSC and DCSR cannot seem to find a compromise on the system. In addition, the DCSR has introduced a Provincial Bill which will see all Sport in the province fall under a Sports Agency which will have a Board and CEO. 

	North West
	This is one of the provinces with major challenges in aligning to the new framework.  We held a meeting with the Provincial Sport Confederation on the 5 March where issues with regard to the process on the dissolution of the board and alignment were clarified. The Academy called for an SGM on the 25 March to finalise the alignment process.  This was finalised and an interim committee was selected to take the process forward.  There was again resistance from some quarters in the province to align to the Framework. A meeting was held on the 23 July 2014 with the relevant stakeholders including the incoming MEC to discuss issues and sort matters out. The academy continues to function without a management committee.
