MESSAGES

Messages from Council

A message received from the Council [shall] must be recorded in the [Minutes of Proceedings] ATC, or be made known in such other manner as the Speaker may determine.

Messages to President of the Republic

A message from [this] the House to the President of the Republic [shall] must be signed and communicated by the Speaker [and the Secretary].

[Note: The amendment is in line with current practice and is based on the role of the Speaker as the spokesperson for the Assembly in its formal and official interaction with the Executive. (See also Rule 317)]

Messages from President of the Republic

(1)
All communications from the President of the Republic to [this] the House [shall] must, if he or she does not [take his or her seat in this] attend a sitting of the House or [in] a joint sitting, be by message.

(2)
The message [shall] must be presented to [this] the House by the presiding officer, may in the discretion of the presiding officer be read out by him or her, and [shall] must be printed in the ATC, or in the Minutes of Proceedings if the message is read out in the House.

(3) The consideration of the message may be placed on the Order Paper, or the presiding officer may interrupt business at the request of the Leader of [the House] Government Business in order that precedence may be given to the consideration of the message: Provided that a message whereby the President of the Republic calls a sitting of Parliament [[see] in terms of Section 42(5) of the Constitution [shall] may not be considered.
