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SA CONNECT- DIGITAL OPPORTUNITIES PILLAR: DIGITAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP PROGRAMME 

The development of the SMME sector is identified as a driver to create jobs and fight poverty. SMME’s have a massive potential to resolve the country’s developmental challenges such as unemployment and the lack of geographic spread of economic opportunities. 
There are two broad aims in respect of the Digital Entrepreneurship programme. The first is to encourage SMMEs to adopt ICTs in running their businesses; and secondly, to promote the growth and development of ICT SMMEs.

The Programme of Action in this pillar will entail, inter alia, the following:

· Digital Entrepreneurship (programmes to support all businesses to embrace digital technologies). Digital enterprises are characterised by a high intensity of utilisation of novel digital technologies- notably, social media, big data (economically extracting value from very large volumes of variety of data), cloud and mobile (leveraging mobile solutions in the business environment).
· Localisation –manufacturing (identifying niche areas and providing support measures for these enterprises). DTI/IDC study which is currently underway and the recommendations and findings thereof will be interrogated for the purpose of implementation. 
· Start up and up-scaling of digitised enterprises and new innovative businesses, through, for example incubation programme that provide an enabling environment for these enterprises.
