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1. Introduction
After the tabling of the 2015/16 Budget by the Minister of Finance the Committee issued out a notice in various newspapers and media channels inviting interested parties to make submissions to the Committee. V Ka Mjoli a teacher at Nomkolokoto J.S.School is one of the people who made a submission to the Committee.
2. Purpose of the brief
The purpose of the brief is to provide the Committee with an analysis of K Mjoli’s submission so that the Committee can respond appropriately.
3. Analysis of the submission
Ka Mjoli on behalf of the educators in their school (Nomkolokoto J.S.S) made the submission as follows:
‘We, the teachers of the above mentioned school hereby lodge a complaint that we are not compensated Rural incentive. According to the rural incentive scheme of Government Gazette No.30678 of 2008 we do qualify. Our school falls under level 4 which is a small town (a Bundu) place under the district of Mt Frere.  We have not been incentivized since the project began in April 2013.Distance of our school is 52 km away from town (Mt Frere) and 24 km minimum distance for compensation’.
The Government Gazette referred to above provides some of the following as a criteria for determining whether rural incentive should be paid to the educators concerned – remoteness of the school, poverty, no fee schools and combinations of other factors that are impacting negatively on the recruitment of teachers and that through practical experience, have been found to have a negative impact on the suitable filling of posts.
4. Conclusion

The matter seems to have been addressed according to the National Treasury’s responses as distributed earlier.

5. Recommendation
The Committee may consider sending a formal response to Mjoli and also attach the responses from the National Treasury on this matter.
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
