RULES COMMITTEE: Additional option for Composition (Rule 159), Quorum (Rule 163A) and Decisions (Rule 164). 
The following additional option is presented on the composition of the Rules Committee and the related Rules on quorum and decisions:  
159.
Composition
(1) Unless the House by resolution decides otherwise, the Rules Committee consists of - 
(a) in their capacity of elected office-bearers - 
(i) the Speaker, and
(ii) the Deputy Speaker; and
(b) in their capacity as party representatives - 
(a) the Chief Whip and five other members of the majority party, 
(b) the Chief Whip of the largest opposition party and two other members of that party,
(c) two members of the second largest opposition party, and
(d) two members representative of other parties,
appointed by the Speaker as members of the Rules Committee.
(2) Alternate members may be appointed for the party representatives referred to in Subrule (1)(b).
(3) The House Chairpersons and other members may attend and participate in Rules Committee meetings in accordance with Rule 153.
163A. Quorum
The Rules Committee requires at least one third of its members or alternates referred to in Rule 159(1) and (2) to be present for it to conduct any business.
164. Decisions
A question before the Rules Committee is decided when there is a quorum present in terms of Rule  163A and there is agreement on the question among the majority of the members of the Committee.
