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1. Executive Summary 
The department is tasked in the third quarter to conduct 27 legal clinics. In this respect the Legal Department has exceeded the quarterly targets by conducting 36 legal clinics. The department has achieved and exceeded the annual target of conducting 90 outreach and legal clinics this financial year. In total the department has conducted 128 outreach and legal clinics.

2. Strategic Objectives and Compliance
The Legal Department is tasked as per Strategic Objective 2 as detailed hereunder, to hold 27 outreach and legal clinics this quarter. 

	Strategic Objective 2: To protect and promote gender equality by engaging with relevant stakeholders to educate and raise awareness of issues of gender equality. Challenge patriarchal perceptions and stereotypes and take action against infringements of gender rights through the implementation of appropriate redress






As highlighted in the Strategic objective, the purpose of the conducting legal clinics is to educate and raise awareness of issues of gender equality. In the second quarter a total number of 68 files were opened during the legal-outreach clinic. Limpopo (33), Mpumalanga (15) and the North West (14) provinces opened a significant number of files at the outreach-legal clinics with the Gauteng (5) and Eastern Cape (1) opening a few. The Western Cape, KwaZulu-Natal and the Northern Cape outreach and legal clinics unfortunately did not have complaints opened. The opening of files at outreach and legal clinics is totally dependent on whether attendees have complaints.

The following issues were raised across the provinces: 

· The visibility of the CGE in rural areas and as such it was recommended that the CGE conducts legal clinics on Saturdays also to ensure that persons who are at work (especially at farming areas) are informed of the mandate of the CGE.

· Early child marriages. It was highlighted that there is fear to report such matters as the culprits are community members and as such there is fear of victimisation especially if the Legal system were to fail to prosecute the culprits. 

· Maintenance complaints were raised mostly by young women and it was argued that maintenance monies are not paid expeditiously by the Maintenance courts. 

· Rape by intimate partner/ spouse: It became clear at the outreach- legal clinics that there was lack of understanding on what constitute rape and whether an intimate partner/ spouse can be charged for such a offence if such an offence was committed against the other intimate partner/spouse. 

· Access to justice: communities at remote areas raised concerns that they are far from services of the SAPS as well as magisterial courts are far from them and as a result they are unable to make a follow up on cases.

· Poverty and crime related matters were raised.

4. Conclusion 

The department has achieved its annual target of outreach-legal clinics. The legal-outreach clinics have contributed to the number of files that were opened during this financial year. This measure has ensured the visibility of the Commission to members of the community and also afforded the department the opportunity to determine the gender complaints that are a trend in rural areas. In the fourth quarter the department shall continue to hold outreach-legal clinics in the quest of addressing gender inequality in South Africa.
