Please note I would like to make verbal Submission especially on Chapter 6A 49k to 49w.


NB: Words in brakets will be additions and words with connotations will be subtractions.


Let's start with Amendement of section 3 of Act 101 of 1997, as Amended by section 2 of Act 54 of 2000.

(3) The Minister and (CHE) may, in terms of the policy as it reads out.....

(4) Section (7) of the principal Act is hereby amended by the substitution for subsection (2) of the following subsection 
"(2) The CHE and the (DHET ministry) (will be) responsible for implementation of the HEQSF.


CHAPTER 6

42, After having complied with the provisions of subsection (3) and (had consulted with the CHE), (have) reasonable grounds as it reads out.....
