SACOIR: Possible oversight issues, and soliciting views on the following:
1. South Africa’s influence in Africa, maintaining strength or diminishing?
2. UN Security Council reform – the growing debate about its efficacy and legitimacy as an arbiter on matters of international security. There are tensions in the UN Security Council, eg, Syria’s civil war poses particular challenges to the Security Council amid concerns about regional instability, proliferation, and mounting humanitarian crisis. Security Council faces criticism that its structure does not reflect current geopolitical realities. What are the Security Council’s prospects for reform? (Prospects for substantial reform are seen as remote because amending the UN Charter requires an affirmative vote and domestic ratification by two-thirds of UN member states.)
3. Qatar diplomatic crisis with a bloc of Arab states, impact on the funding of conflict resolution projects of the African Union
4. Candidature diplomacy: Lobbying for candidates is very important, how can it be enhanced?
5. French Pres Macron possible direction and prospects for South Africa; Brexit
6. United States Reversal of rapprochement with Cuba

7. Thoughts on Self-determination for Western Sahara

8. South Africa’s contribution to the resolution of the Israeli- Palestine conflict

9. Audience with the Minister, is it effective?
