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Introduction

Doctors For Life International (DFL) would like to commend the Joint Multi-Party Women’s Caucus for their efforts concerning law reform in South Africa regarding adult prostitution. We appreciate your time, effort and expertise involved in the research as well as the presentation of the summit. 
As an organisation representing approximately 1600 medical doctors and specialists locally and abroad, DFL has participated in the discussion on prostitution in South Africa since 1997. The reason why DFL got involved in the discussion on prostitution originally, was due to our concerns regarding the inherent harm caused by prostitution to the prostitute, the client and to society at large. 
DFL’s involvement has been legal, academic and practical.
In the well-known case of S v Jordan and Others (2002) 6 SA 642 (CC) DFL assisted the state (from the case in the Witwatersrand Local Division through to the Constitutional Court) with expert evidence regarding the medical, psychological and social consequences of prostitution. 
When the South African Law Reform Commission (SALRC) initiated Project 107 on Adult Prostitution, DFL made a comprehensive submission containing expert evidence by a number of internationally renowned experts. 

On the basis of the research undertaken and presented by DFL to the Constitutional Court and to the SALRC, and the experience gained from being directly involved with people in prostitution, we would like to submit the following:

Comments regarding the discussion on prostitution

· The pro-prostitution lobby use the words “sex worker”, “rational choice” and “rational human beings”. This makes it sound as if such persons willingly choose prostitution as a form of labour, but it usually means that it was chosen as a last resort, within an extremely limited range of options. 

· Many girls and boys get into prostitution as minors. They are often foster children without parents, homes or education who have run away, very often from abuse, have become   addicted to drugs and been exploited by pimps. They then come of age as prostitutes. 

· A society’s response to prostitution goes to the core of how it chooses between the rights of some people and the protection of others. The right of citizens not to have to prostitute themselves to survive, and the right of families and minors not to be exposed to prostitution, is a right that cannot be ignored.

· Prostitution is driven by demand and paying for sex fuels the demand for trafficked women and children. The so called legal sex industry is continually being implicated in child prostitution, forced prostitution and trafficking offences in countries where prostitution has been legalised e.g. The Netherlands, Germany and New Zealand where it is decriminalised.

· If the government and civil society were doing all that they could to help those caught in prostitution to get out of it by creating exit, rehabilitation, training and reintegration programs, we would know how many people really choose to be prostitutes.  It’s so much easier to just decriminalize or regulate prostitution and collect license fees and taxes. 

· Nobody has the right to sell themselves into slavery even if they have the need to save their family. Neither is anyone allowed to sell their organs because of the kind of society that would develop, where poor people would sell their organs to escape poverty at great expense to themselves. In the same way, prostitution is a form of slavery where a person’s body is sold for economic reasons at great expense to themselves.

· The safety of the prostitute can never be guaranteed. Many women can’t work in brothels because they have babies or children to look after, are drug addicts or aren’t what the brothel owners are looking for etc. They just have to carry on in prostitution and are forced to do so outside of the system. Again, a two tier system develops. 

DFL arguments against decriminalized/legalized prostitution
HIV/Aids/STI’s
· HIV/Aids services like testing for HIV can be rendered in our current system and legalization is not necessary for this to take place.
· Clinics are already accessible to prostitutes. We don’t need to legalize prostitution to give them more access to clinics.
· Prostitutes can’t be forced to be tested for HIV/STI’s, cannot be fired if found to be HIV/STI positive and can’t be forced to reveal their HIV status, whether prostitution is legal or illegal.
· If a prostitute tests positive for HIV or an STI, she can’t be forced to stop prostitution and usually keeps on to survive. Many prostitutes simply go underground after they have tested positive for HIV or STI’s and so consequently, a two tier system of prostitution develops 
· Pimps generally don’t want prostitutes to visit clinics for HIV testing and they will only have access to health care and HIV/STI services if the pimp allows it.
· Brothel owners, pimps and prostitutes “pay health care workers and doctors to get favorable HIV/ AIDS/STI test result health certificates in order to continue with “prostitution business” 
· There are different forms of prostitution such as high class call girls, escort agency workers, brothels workers, window prostitutes, street walkers and bar and casino workers. Legalizing prostitution will not make it easier to control the spread of HIV/AIDS as various lobby groups claim.
· Contacts between clients and prostitutes spread HIV and STI’s from the promiscuous to the non-promiscuous population such as to the wives, and indirectly to the babies, of married men who visit prostitutes.

· Prostitutes are often high on drugs when they have sex and continue to take risks even if they know they are HIV positive.
Condoms

· Many diseases have an incubation period which resulting in multiple clients being infected during the incubation (or “window”) period. Testing is of little use in these cases.  
· Many men do not want protected sex, they are willing to pay more for unprotected sex and a desperate person will do it for the money. 
· Very few girls “inject” drugs in South Africa and so the spread of HIV amongst prostitutes is usually because of unprotected sex and not from sharing needles.
· The legalization or decriminalization of prostitution creates a buyer’s market. Prostitutes often engage in sex without condoms in order to secure customers and/or receive more money.
· Legalizing prostitution won’t increase condom use as prostitutes already have access to free condoms. Furthermore, clients pay more for condom-less sex and enforcement of such a law would be impossible to police.
· Prostitutes usually get paid more money if they don’t use condoms.
· Girls have a “don’t care attitude” regarding condom use especially when high on drugs.
Violence against prostitutes

· Many men who go to prostitutes are known to be aggressive, narcissistic, abusive and domineering.
· Violence against prostitutes will not be reported more frequently to the police, even in a legalized system, because rape in general is already under-reported because it is embarrassing and humiliating to women to report this. 
· There is a lack of reporting violence or rape to the police (Saps) because they are often belittled and humiliated when they do, which causes embarrassment. The police also refuse to open cases because of the stigma attached to prostitution.
· Prostitution creates a setting whereby sexual and violent crimes against women, children and men become commercial enterprise
· Prostitution is always inherently harmful to the prostitute, whether legal or not. It harms the prostitute physically and psychologically. The dignity of the prostitute is forever scarred even if prostitution is legalized.
· Legalizing prostitution increases human trafficking.
· Pornography is commercialized prostitution and many men want to act out what they see in pornographic films.  Pornography stimulates the growth of the prostitution “industry” and creates an appetite for it.  
Prostitution and children

· Children of prostitutes often suffer because of prostitution they are not taken proper care of such as their health and education.
· Their children are exposed to the drug abuse culture as well to the sex act 
· Children of prostitutes are sometimes sexually abused and are sold into prostitution by mothers or pimps and many prostitutes are underage.
· These children are damaged emotionally and psychologically. How will legalizing prostitution make improve things for these children?
International Examples; New Zealand and Rhode Island (USA)

Rhode Island

Decriminalising prostitution will not empower women or end Human Trafficking like some believe. Germany and the Netherlands both tried legalising prostitution and official reports show that it only increased the illegal prostitution and pimping. Rhode Island decriminalised prostitution and reverted back to criminalization because of the increase in illegal prostitution. There were charges against 127 people from seven crime families who the US Attorney called, “among the most dangerous criminals in our country”. This is what South Africa can expect and will invite if it decides to legalise or decriminalise prostitution.

A National Bulletin released from the FBI called “Paradigm Shift” proved that a link exists between prostitution and human trafficking. Three hundred women involved in prostitution were arrested and after investigating each case, almost all of the women met the legal definition of being a trafficked person. How will we be able to tell human trafficking and prostitution apart if we remove all the laws through decriminalisation?

Why Decriminalization in New Zealand Hurts Women by Julie Bindel
The full “decriminalization” model for prostitution only exists today in New Zealand. According to British abolitionist, journalist, and author Julie Bindel, “It is the Wild West. If you remove police intervention from pimping, brothel owning, and trafficking, of course that’s what you get.” 

With decriminalization, Bindel explained, “you have brothel owners who are every bit as abusive now that they’re called managers as when they were called pimps. 

“The form that you have to fill in to acquire a license for a brothel in New Zealand is exactly half the length, at three pages, as the form we have to fill in my country to adopt a stray dog or cat,” said Bindel.

Bindel wanted to know how many brothel inspections there have been, because they’re supposed to be mandatory regular inspections. Between the time full decriminalization came into effect in 2003 and 2014, Bindel found, only 11 brothel inspections had taken place. Those that did occur were because of complaints from the public.

In New Zealand, proponents of decriminalization argue it breaks the link between organized crime and the sex trade because the brothel owners have to be vetted. But of course, there is a way around that, Bindel explained. Small Owner Operated Brothels (SOOBs) in which up to four prostituted persons can work, do not require a license. Some brothel owners own ten or more of these. They’re not inspected and are not subject to any regulation. “For every licensed brothel,” Bindel adds, “there are scores of SOOBs.”

The Netherlands, Germany and Canada
We need to learn from others: Countries like the Netherlands (Amsterdam), Germany, Canada (Vancouver) and to an extent the UK, are busy reversing their laws due to a failed decriminalized policy.  Abolition is becoming more popular and is has already adopted by Scandinavian countries.  There is also the well documented Rhode Island experience in the USA where they decriminalized prostitution and were forced to revert back to criminalisation because of an influx of criminal the underworld & crime. 

Since Germany and legalised and New Zealand decriminalized prostitution there has been no improvement in the quality of life for prostitutes. All efforts to provide them protection has been useless and the promises of improved healthcare has not come about

Psychiatry and psychology

Stockholm Syndrome

Stockholm syndrome, a survival technique that enables a hostage to survive, is also a technique that victims of sex trafficking use to survive. Victims of sex trafficking – those who have become involved in the sex trade voluntarily and those who have been tricked or coerced – are subjected to these very same conditions.  
There is an established body of literature documenting the contradictory relationship that develops between hostages and hostage-takers. This phenomenon is usually referred to as the Stockholm syndrome; although it is sometimes known as the Hostage Identification Syndrome, Survival Identification Syndrome, or traumatic bonding.
PTSD -  Melissa Ditmore

Posttraumatic stress disorder “refers to a group of symptoms that some individuals experience after overwhelming frightening, or horrifying life experiences. The Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders – IV (DSM-IV) describes three symptom clusters occurring in PTSD, including:
· Re-experiencing the trauma through intrusive memories, dreams, and flashbacks;

· physical and mental distress in response to reminders of the event;

· avoidance of thoughts, feelings and reminder of the trauma

· loss of interest in activities;

· a general numbing of feeling;

· feelings of estrangement from others,

· persistent symptoms of increased bodily arousal manifested in sleep problems,

· Irritability and anger, 

· concentration problems,

· hyper vigilance and
·  an exaggerated startle response.

Traumatic stress in Sex Trafficking

· In situations of human trafficking individuals are forced to work in the sex industry through violence, fraud or coercion.

· They may be physically assaulted and raped repeatedly over the course of months or even years.

· Traffickers often physically and psychologically brutalize their victims to gain total control over them.

· Victims of human trafficking are exposed to multiple traumatic experiences, including verbal and psychological abuse, 

· Enforced physical and emotional isolation, 

· Lack of basic human necessities, 

· threats, 

· forced abortions, 

· physical assaults and
·  Violence and sexual violence.

· Women are forced to continue prostituting when they are menstruating, pregnant or sick.

· In one instance, one of the traffickers kicked a pregnant woman in the stomach, leading to a miscarriage.  

· The women were beaten if they attempted to escape, 

·  In one case, a young woman was locked in a closet for 15 days after attempting to escape.

Trauma-related Symptoms in Individuals Working in the Sex Industry

· There is a lack of information regarding trauma-related symptoms in individuals who have been trafficked or victimized in the sex industry.

· Individuals who have been victimized in the sex industry report a range of emotional, behavioural, and psychological difficulties.

· Studies have found they have reported symptoms such as depression or sadness,

· Guilt and self blame

· Anger and rage

· And sleep disturbances.

· Clinical experience indicates that depression and PTSD are primary problems for victims of sex trafficking.

(The Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders – IV (DSM-IV)

· German psychologist and trauma expert Dr Ingeborg Kraus says the Prostitution Protection Act continues to send the wrong signals as PTSD is not the only disorder prevalent among prostitutes but also addiction, anxiety, and depressive disorders are frequent.

· International research on prostitution shows that 60-68% of women meet the criteria of severe PTSD, 70-95% are physically attacked, 65-75% are raped, 82%of mental violence and 92% of whom have been experiencing sexual harassment.

· Alternating violence with loving affection as a means of destabilizing you and keep you emotionally off balance.

· A terrifying sense of an all-consuming sense of helplessness and the devastating recognition that the harm done to you is intentional rather than accidental.

Corruption at highest level of international decriminalization policy 

The first version of the policy was written by a pimp

At a meeting in Dublin on 11 August 2015, Amnesty International’s International Council adopted a resolution to authorise their International Board to develop and adopt a policy on “sex work”.

         If you think that Amnesty, a leading human rights organisation, developed the proposal from a position of protecting the most vulnerable parties – the women and children stuck in prostitution – you would be wrong.

        The original policy proposal, from which the resolution developed, was written by Douglas Fox, founder and business partner of Christony Companions – one of the UK’s largest escort agencies – i.e. a pimp who has a powerful vested financial interest in the decriminalisation of pimps and punters.

        Furthermore, Alejandra Gil the Vice President of the Global Network of Sex Work Projects (NSWP) that officially advised UNAIDS on its prostitution policy was jailed for sex trafficking in Mexico City. Over 200 prostitutes were involved in a prostitution ring she was operating. Amnesty International referenced the NSWP and the Advisory Group it co-chaired in its draft policy calling for brothel keeping to be decriminalised. NSWP is no fringe group. In 2009 it was appointed Co-Chair of the UNAIDS ‘Advisory Group on HIV and Sex Work’. So why is Amnesty International about to adopt Douglas Fox’s proposals as a pimp as well as those of Gil, a foremost “madam” (female pimp)?

Recommendations
1. The government should recognise the inherent negative psychological consequences associated with prostitution.
2. Punishment of the client (any one of, or combination of the following measures should be available to the court):

2.1. Fine and/or imprisonment;
2.2. Attending lectures by ex-prostitutes, healthcare professionals, law enforcement officers and others to rehabilitate clients of prostitutes;
2.3. Impounding the vehicle of the client;
2.4. Placing the photograph and name of the client on an offenders database;
2.5. Informing the spouse of the client’s behaviour and therefore of the risks towards the spouse.
3. Rehabilitation of the person engaging in prostitution:
3.1. Diversion programmes through the criminal justice systems

3.1.1. The law should be worded in such a way that police, prosecutors, and magistrates etc, know that restorative justice, as in diversion programmes are of paramount importance.
3.1.2. The prostitute should be informed by the police, prosecutor and magistrate of the option of entering a diversion programmes as an alternative to punitive measure;

3.1.3. Punitive measures such as fines and/or imprisonment should only be considered if the person before the court refuses to co-operate regarding rehabilitation, training and reintegration.
3.1.4. A social worker or NGO counsellor should be involved in the process from the outset.
3.1.5. Records should be kept of compliance and outcomes regarding rehabilitation, training and reintegration programmes.

3.2. Immediate availability to voluntary comprehensive exit programmes:
3.2.1. People involved in prostitution should be able to voluntarily enter the rehabilitation and reintegration programme at any time.

4. Funding of rehabilitation and reintegration programmes:
4.1. Assets forfeited to the state and any fines as a result of criminal activity surrounding prostitution should be diverted to a central fund to be distributed to rehabilitation and reintegration programme providers.
5. As part of a national strategy on prostitution, regional or district inter-sectoral task teams should be established, comprising police, prosecutors, welfare officers, health care professionals, and NGO’s providing exit programmes, in order to coordinate exit strategies. The same task team should coordinate the rehabilitation of clients.

6. The advertising of sexual services should be criminalised by the new Prostitution Act.
TESTIMONY’S

1. In a country where prostitution is ILLEGAL AND STILL CRIMINAL, escort agencies are already registered as formal business entities masquerading as massage parlours with full business rights, credit card facilities with legitimate bank accounts and being able to place print advertisements in all the prestigious and recognized newspapers throughout South Africa as well as online pornographic teasers on many platforms of social media in open view of the S.A.P.S. 

If this is already occurring in a country that these illegal activities are made to appear legitimate and can be brought to appear to be above board through bribery and corruption, how many more illegal activities relating to prostitution will go undetected if the police are restricted, banned and prevented from investigating any reported cases further because of law surrounding prostitution being made legal? Any and all proceeds that are channelled from the core business of prostitution will still not be reflected honestly anywhere as they will still remain illegal even if prostitution itself is made legal.

2. Using and discarding Prostitutes as one would with a “rent a car” policy and mindset from the Escort Agency owners as a sound business policy, is regarded as good business practice to implement when employing your staff members (i.e. your Female and Male prostitutes) , if the prostitute is hurt or psychologically damaged in any number of ways, keep in mind that they are TOTALLY disposable .There is an endless flow of desperate willing applicants to replace them. In addition the perpetual need for “new faces” fresh new prostitutes to offer a new human variety “ of new product ”within an agency for sex buyers is very high in demand and a common practice , seldom does a sex buyer ever want to hire the same prostitute twice in a row. Thus to accommodate and please the sex buyer driven need, the agency will swop prostitutes out from one house to another house internally within the agency in different geographical areas, or as “exchange students ” a code name used between rival agencies to swop existing staff members This is totally regardless of the prostitutes desire or wish not to re-locate it is enforced by the agency from places like CPT to JHB or DBN to PTA .(Geographically displaced prostitutes are normally too scared to leave the premises, or are not allowed to leave the premises by the resident security  , whether to seek medical attention nor to the S.A.P.S.to report to a police any illegal activities happening on the property )

3.The S.A.P.S. Policing structure in S.A. is so poorly remunerated in salaries and not officially monitored with infrastructure making it very  easily corrupted ,bribes in cash and other means were readily paid to the S.A.P.S. Sonop units / K9 units and local police stations in exchange for all information on upcoming raids to each house or agency -  thus we were told in advance  as agency owners to hide illegal immigrants or persons with no proper identification /            remove underage non documented prostitutes / remove or destroy illegal drugs , prescription drugs used for nefarious means and any alcohol  on the premises / and escort any VIP sex buyers to be evacuated from the premises to prevent arrests for very important potentially embarrassing decision making businessmen /  famous sports personalities , visiting international diplomats and dignitaries , organized crime participants and parliamentarians  .

4. Making use of girls and boys that were clearly under the legal age of sexual consent by falsifying and purchasing I.D. documents through Home Affairs, to pull the Paedophilic sex buyer segment and more importantly the HUGE financial draw card of the wealthy clients who prefer their prostitutes “The younger the better” & will pay vastly more money to “take” a prostitutes virginity.

5. Rooms were sound proofed to ensure total privacy – but also to make sure that should a Girl or Boy employed by the agency  could be forced into any area of sex that they did not agree to  partake in ( forced rape ) did occur , with no noise interruptions to disturb other sex buyers in the house . Thus even though the rooms were monitored illegally by cameras to record the sexual acts for the agencies personal use or for the client to purchase on a DVD disk , possible forced sex cases may have occurred but were ignored!  

6.Sex buyers by and large do not want to see prostitutes for run of the mill garden variety sexual desires and intimacy acts , as these can be had with strangers , girlfriends or wife , and not having to paid for these mild type sexual proclivities. Thus these acts tend to be abnormal and extreme in nature for the most part with what society would generally consider in extremely poor taste or downright disgusting and unacceptable, sex buyers pay to air your inner most deviant desires !!

6. Agencies used to have my staff tested with broad spectrum STI & Elisa HIV Blood tests and kept the records to show prospective sex buyers of their staff status. Where a staff member tested positive in order to keep the staff in work and to earn money off their duties for the agency we would pay a G.P. / M.O. to draw bloods and falsify them with a different name prior to submitting them to the laboratory for testing .This satisfied the agency and the staff members for keeping an income whilst appeasing the sex buyer albeit to their detriment  , particularly in the unprotected sex negotiated between prostitute and the sex buyer which is rife in the industry!

7.  I the industry of Night Clubs there are BOUNCERS at the doors and in the clubs to play the muscle part to keep people in line and hand out some discipline when it became deemed necessary , in the Escort industry agencies also have them to in a manner that nobody know about and they are called COOLERS ,  they will in extreme cases escort a dangerous or non paying sex buyer off the property but their REAL job was to help silence any Girls or Boys that became hysterical before , during or after servicing a client and get them “ to see sense “”, in other words you were paid for your services now shut up and toe the line , as well as to ensure a steady flow of alcohol on the premises and to give them drugs to use before ,whilst  seeing clients, and after the fact  .

8.All of the rooms in the various houses were fitted with hidden H.D. Cameras for different reasons , mostly to ensure that we could see that the escort was doing as was requested in servicing a sex buyer , secondly to sell DVD’s to voyeuristic clients / and to use as advertising porn snippets online and emails teasers  , or clients that specifically requested footage of their sessions of sado/masochistic  or bondage and discipline  to view later , and lastly to use as leverage for some clients to help us with favours’ if deemed appropriate  .

8. Drugs and alcohol were kept flowing inside the houses and fully encouraged for use by the staff from the very first day they started working to promote eagerness and enhance their social skills with the sex buyers by being more solicitous and eager /vulgar in body language .The sex buyers often wanted to purchase illicit drugs on the premises to have more fun and get the girls/ boys to behave more promiscuously and it is safer for the client to buy drugs in a house with privacy than off the streets. We allowed staff to have a line of credit on drugs on the house to get them into further debt with the agency, this principle keeps them working harder and longer for your agency to be able to settle the growing outstanding  debt !

9. Three girls / or three boys at the same time with one or more sex buyers – orgies, and swingers parties were catered for with straight Girls and Boys basically being forced to do bisexual or homosexual acts for more money and under threat of non-payment and being fired for lack of performance and possible physical retaliation as a tool of intimidation .Actual or perceived threats work just as well in this industry as most prostitutes have heard rumours or have witnessed such acts first hand.

10. Forcing staff to live and stay on the actual premises of the agency for “ their ease , comfort and safety “” when actually this lie is perpetuated to make them more available physically on the agency premises  to work more hours , and to keep them buying drugs from the agency , with the added bonus of charging the prostitutes rental fees for staying on the property in a high class area that normally they could not afford  places them in debt financially again , and helps with mental manipulation to gear staff loyalty to you psychologically and financially !

11. Allowing the sex buyers to prescribe as to wearing condoms as often they do not wish to and most or many sex buyers pay more to the escort for a “” skin on skin “’ unprotected sex experience, as well as compulsory pornography playing in the rooms on the DVD’s which also promote drugs and promoting unsafe sex, with strange and unusual sexual positions that the sex buyers want to try and copy. 

12. Role play and EXTREME fetishes have to be supplied and catered for regardless of the willingness of a prostitute to comply ,as compliance to a more demanding sex buyer’s personal deviance allows the agency to demand a higher fee for the service –for example B.D./ S.M. , prison rape scenes , family member or incestuous sex , bestiality with an escort , voyeurism watching two escorts having colleague to colleague sex ,same sex voyeurism ,  nurse or teacher – principal –student sex acts and uniforms , violent and hardcore unwilling forced sex and or anal sex , anal penetration with various bodily harmful sex toys  ,multiple points of simultaneous penetration all at once in any orifice , Skat fetishes ,golden showers and willing or unwilling prostitutes being administered with drugs like G.H.B. liquid or Rehypnol  tablets or Ketamine powder to render them catatonic for necrophilia or simulated sex scenes . 

13. Due to a lack of funds for drugs or overspending on their informal earnings the prostitutes eagerly (Female/ Male) and willingly offer themselves up as “actors” to participate in making amateur and professional pornographic films. Most of these films are dictated to by current trends and the supply and demand, and currently most of the pornographic films call for “Bare Back “unprotected sex in their movies as is this is the latest trend post A.R.V. HIV treatment .E.g. In the height of the HIV/AIDS epidemic roughly in the   1980’s condoms were worn in the pornographic movies the but the trend has moved back to unprotected sex due to the advent of A.R.V’S.
14. Due to no available money from the prostitute’s habits and informal spending methods, seldom are there funds available to pay consistently for a child minder or nanny to care for the pre-existing children of prostitutes to be taken care of or kept off the premises of an escort agency, and so not to lose the prostitute the agency will allow their children onto the premises and allocate them to another room. Whilst these prostitutes perform their duties other prostitutes will look after these children exposing them to a plethora of different drugs, informally teaching the children about incorrect ideas associated by romancing and distorting the idea of prostitution to being necessary to survive and normal behavior the young impressionable minds of these children, and flooding them with a deluge of age inappropriate disgusting sex education, as well as introducing them to drugs personally on the odd occasion .

15. Prostitutes need to be able to work the entire month and cannot take time off for their normal menstrual cycle as they are paid per sex buyer. Thus most agencies have chalk powders, bath and sea sponges, “altered ” female condoms , and the injections for birth control which all in turn prevent the menstrual cycle from occurring and affecting their ability to work and earn , however this in the long run affects the health of the prostitute and will cascade eventually through infections to the sex buyer .Agency’s will readily pay for abortions to be performed as long as it prevents the prostitute from not being able to work as both parties lose income then .This is purely a business accommodation and the prostitute must pay the money back in due course .

16, The prevalence of the majority of prostitutes both Female and male of coming from a history of a broken homes, and the very high amount of prostitutes with a low standard or poor level of education and not having  finished school , and or having been sexually molested as children is extremely high , so much so that quite often that there will be more than one member of a single family within the prostitution industry ,and quite commonly at the same agency , i.e. mother and daughter – or sister and brother plying their skills in prostitution in order to provide family finances .  

17. Prostitutes by virtue of the trade have a very young expiry date in the business based on their physical attractiveness to be able to work and draw sex buyers based on their looks and body tone, which is further reduced by excessive alcohol and drug abuse! Thus aging prostitutes that are no longer in their prime will start to employ drastic measures to attract sex buyers – like working from the street not agencies and vastly reducing their rates or with highly risky sexual behavior patterns or jeopardize their personal safety to draw agency blacklisted potentially dangerous sex buyers to their own private homes and that are not sanctioned by the agency with the agencies normal protection. 
18. In the case of prostitutes seeking employment when they are in the country illegally or have been brought into the country by an agency illegally , or they do not possess the correct documents or visas to work at all in the formal sector , the necessary documents are very quickly and efficiently arranged for and purchased from Home Affairs , or if it is too much work then a South African citizen I.D. book is merely made up for them on an existing S.A. citizens name and the prostitute’s photo is imported into the I.D. book that can it can be scanned on the bar code of the I.D book being to acceptable in all forms to the S.A.PS . 
19. Prostitutes are often convinced or if really deemed needed forced between the Female and Male escort houses to perform live strip shows and live sex acts between female / male and homosex female / female male / male sex shows to draw sex buyers and get the mood set, these acts are remunerated but are expected to be performed by the prostitutes if business is slow, in addition to perform they are supplied with free drugs in most instances and alcohol.
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
