I would like to alert  you to a problem we have in Primrose Germiston, we have on a main road which is Beaconsfield road, an average of 14 to 20 sex workers standing on the corners, we as the community have been trying to fight this, we have reported it to SAPS but there hands are tied as they have to be caught in the act before they can be arrested. We as residents have stood for months at night on the corners so that the Johns do not pick them up whilst we stand, which has worked but during the day we are at work and cannot control this.

There are condoms all over the place, in front of nursery schools, when the children walk home from school these ladies offer the young men sex at a reduced rate, they get drunk and stand in the middle of the street lift their clothes up and expose themselves, they urinate on the pavements in front of houses it has come to a point that the residents cannot allow their children to play in their own front yard, when we get visitors they try and open the car doors to get in and offer their services, it has become a huge problem, we have several nursery schools, primary schools, high schools, old age homes, churches on this street and surrounding streets from where they stand during the day and night.

I am begging you on behalf of our community to please not legalized prostitution but try and come out with a solution that they can be prosecuted if they are standing in residential areas soliciting themselves, I feel that this is a profession that will never go away due to the poverty and circumstances of the lives these ladies have, but they should rather go to an industrial area away from the children and elderly.
