
Dear Mr Bryan Mantyi

Thank you for standing up against the atrocity of decriminalising prostitution.

I have been working on the ground since 2012, as part of Ladies Arise during 2012 to 2016, where we reached out to the ladies of the night.

99% of the stories we heard we hidden as human trafficking.

99% of the women on the street, who are prostituting are on drugs, being watched, being tortured and has told many stories of abuse when they were young.

So much so, that they all have been raped at a young age, between 5 and 10 years old.

So the attractiveness of someone who 'cares' for them (pimp,trafficker, etc)  by giving them accommodation, sometimes food and clothing, is what they perceive as love - twisted love. 

Love should not hurt, or kill, or abuse, or threaten.

By legalizing prostitution it will just mean more abuse, more rapes (legally), more money laundering, more bribery, etc. BUT most of all, the restoration of these ladies will take a mammoth team of consistent caring for them to restoration. THAT is what we need - people who care, NOT people who make money from people as commodities. 

What upsets me the most, is that a girl of really young age, will be thinking that one day, when she is grown up, to be a prostitute is fine - fine to be abused, to be raped, to be a receiver and carrier of STD's.

This is sickening to say the least.

The woman and organisations trying to decriminalize prostitution, themselves have many personal issues; stemming from childhood.

I bet that if you ask them whether they had a good childhood, did they have a parent / parents when growing up?..... 99% will say NO.

This just shows that hurting people hurt other people as they don't know anything else. They don't know what is real caring or love.

We as NPO's and NGO's really SEE what is happening on the streets - we don't sit with high profile people or politicians. 

We experience the hurt and brokenness on the streets. Shocking as all I can say.

Each story similar but still the same - brokenness galore. And the girls on the streets are younger every year, SHOCKING!

To think that my, or anyone else's daughter or grandchild would 'CHOOSE" prostituting as a career, is mind-blowing.

What is needed is people who need love, real LOVE, the LOVE that overcomes all - Jesus.

We will keep on fighting against this decriminalizing - as no normal human being will think to get paid for abuse, rape, diseases, etc.

Being part of another outreach team we visit brothels and strip clubs, and although it 'looks' better (sometimes) it stems from the same roots - abuse as a child.

The exploitation of the vulnerable is and can never be ok, NEVER!

These pimps and owners think they have it all in control - twisted thinking. They are greedy and all they can think of is SELF and money. 

By decriminalizing prostitution you give the go ahead for pimps to do what they want with their 'workers/employees' - how can that be normal?

Not to even mention bribery, money laundering, abuse of power (political and designated high profile people) which are all part of this dark web of corruption) 

We will fight - be united as more and more people will be seeing the real truth by standing united against this.

I could write pages full, in saying NO - but for now this will have to suffice.
