HEADS OF PRESENTATION FOR  FOUR PETITIONS OF THEMBULAND ROYAL EMPIRE
SCHEDULED FOR THE 27/03/2019
PETITION: LAND RESTITUTION [P1-7]

1.The purpose of this petition is merely to place on record certain facts relating to land in South Africa.

2.All the nine South African Provinces belong to the Nation of AbaThembu. This is informed by a variety of factors that include, but are not limited to historical factors, heritage factors, traditional factors, cultural factors and many more.
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3.The Nation of AbaThembu in South Africa is estimated to be just above thirty two million citizens at the moment.

4.The current approach by the government on land restitution is not likely to yield to positive results to resolve the land question .
5.Relief Sought: 

A genuine debate on land must start with the original land owners who are AbaThembu Nation.

PETITION: HOUSING [P1-30]
6.The purpose of this petition is to introduce some strategies and tactics that could be implemented in order to increase the speed on housing delivery[See p4-5 of the main petition].
Some of these strategies include, but are not limited to;

- improving the lawmaking process in housing to design policies and procedures that are capable of addressing the challenges identified;

-simplified policies and procedures to increase housing delivery;

-raising funding for housing outside government;

-developing a vibrant SME sector in housing; and
-many more.

7. Relief Sought
Interrogate this petition and develop a mechanism that could eventually implement its contents.

PETITION: JUSTICE SYSTEM [P1-433]
8.The purpose of this petition is to highlight that the justice system in South Africa is manipulated with the sole purpose to destroy the Nation of AbaThembu. While there are many players involved but it appears that the members of the African National Congress both inside and outside government are  the leading players, and of course some white rightwing elements.[See p5 of the main petition].
9.Sometime in 1996 or so a debate was started in the public space complaining about the alleged ‘Xhosa Nostra’ [or Xhosa domination] in strategic  political  and economic  centers  in South Africa.
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That debate spilt over to penetrate all the spheres of life in South Africa including government, private sector,  and the like. The proponents of the Xhosa Nostra Project  were effectively  instigating the members of the society to take some action to fight against the so-called Xhosa Nostra in their respective environments. [See p4-5 of the main petition]

10.It appears that  the Xhosa Nostra term was actually directed to the leaders of the Thembu origins.
Once these leaders are effectively silenced the Nation of AbaThembu will become dormant and eventually disappear from the surface of the population.  The Justice System is one of the tools that is used to silence the Nation of Thembu. 
[What follows are specific examples of specific matters to substantiate these submissions. .The list is not exhaustive of issues that  constantly attack the Nation of Thembu in South Africa]
Specific Matters
11.The late Mrs Winnie Madikizela-Mandela.[p5-8 of the main petition].
11.1-The late Mrs Mandela found herself in the middle of various schemes, scams, criminal cases, controversies, plots  and the like that had been hatched by the members of the ANC at large.

11.2-Her mining company Chuma Holdings Ltd that she formed in 2002 appears to have been sabotaged from within government circles.

12.The former King Buyelekhaya Dalindyebo of AbaThembu Nation.[p8-9 of the main petition]
12.1-Political persecution that was dressed as a criminal case was revived after almost 11 [eleven] years as a result that Dalindyebo was eventually sentenced in 2009 to 15 [fifteen] years in prison.
13.Former State President Thabo Mbeki [p9-13 of the main petition]
13.1-The dismissal of the former State President Mbeki from the cabinet in September 2008 was based on the comments that were made by a former judge Nicholson in a case involving Mr Jacob Zuma. Such comments were patently unlawful, irregular and invalid hence the dismissal was likewise unlawful.

13.2-In January 2009 the Supreme Court of Appeal confirmed that the comments that were made by the then judge Nicholson were unlawful. [See p 12 of the main petition].
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14.General Bantu Holomisa[p13-16 of the main petition]
14.1-The dismissal of General Bantu Holomisa  from the ANC and government in 1996 was unlawful, irregular and invalid at law.

15.Mr Sakhumzi ‘Saki’ Macozoma[p16-19 of the main petition]
15.1-The unlawful surveillance  by the members of the then National Intelligence Agency [NIA] under the then leadership of Mr Billy Masetlha was part and parcel of the campaign to ’remove  the Xhosa Nostra ‘ from the business sector in South Africa.

16.Hon Minister Lindiwe Sisulu[p19-20 of the main petition]
16.1-In the lead up to the National Elective Conference for December 2017, Hon Minister Sisulu decided to campaign to be elected as ANC  President which would most likely lead to her being the first female President of South Africa.  It is now public knowledge that Hon Sisulu received death threats and actually  escaped assassination attempts on her life. These death threats were aimed at discouraging her from her campaign as she must have been viewed as a symbol that would  empower the so called Xhosa Nostra once she became  ANC and State President respectively.

17.The residents of Ezibeleni Township-Queenstown[The Masola Case] [p20-21 of the main petition]
More than one hundred and thirty [130] business sites that these residents had purchased from their local municipality on or about 1983-84 were stolen from them and the members of the South African Police Services and the HAWKS have failed, refused and ignored to put the wheels of justice in motion to deal with this crime.
18.AmaZima Chieftaincy and Thembuland Royal Empire[p21-24 of the main petition]
18.1-Honorable Premier Masuale has since 2015 failed, refused and ignored to release the  findings and the recommendations of the DR Mndende Commission that investigated chieftaincy matters. This situation has caused a lot of chaos in Cofimvaba and the surroundings as a result that fake chieftaincies have gained  undue  power. Fake court cases  have been leveled against this chieftaincy.

18.2-Fake court cases have also been leveled against Thembuland Royal Empire in an attempt to collapse us.
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18.3-The abuse of the justice system aforesaid involves a series of fraudulent activities by the proponents of the Xhosa Nostra project.
19.A Matter of Deep Concern:

Unfettered political space forms the basis and foundation for every individual to exercise free political choices hence if the political space is deeply polluted, toxic and highly compromised as stipulated above, then it can not be concluded that AbaThembu Nation under these extreme conditions are afforded a fair, just and equal opportunity to exercise our free political rights, and other rights as guaranteed in the National Constitution.

20.Relief Sought:[p25-27 of the main petition]
20.1-On a short-term basis the Honorable Parliament should enforce the rule of law on the specific cases whereby  it is possible to do so.

20.2-On a long-term basis  the Honorable Parliament should investigate the extent, the impact and the severity of the prejudice, damage and damages that have been suffered  by the Nation of AbaThembu, and consequently put in place corrective measures.

PETITION: SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT [P1-529 ]

21.The purpose of this petition is to highlight the fact that the ‘removal  or the destruction of the Xhosa Nostra’ (as set out in the above paragraphs under the justice system petition) from the South African public space has effectively spilt over to the broader economic activity to the extreme prejudice of AbaThembu Nation. It appears that ANC members inside and outside government are main players.
It appears clearly that the modus operandi of the proponents of the Xhosa Nostra Project  is to cripple AbaThembu Nation economically so that AbaThembu should then carry the hat, begging for economic and financial assistance from the other tribes[See  p4-5 of the main petition ]
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[What follows are specific matters that are used to substantiate these submissions. The list of issues that affect AbaThembu Nation  is not exhaustive as these are just a few examples that have been identified]

Specific Matters:

22.The mining company of the late Mrs Winnie Madikizela-Mandela [p5-8 of the main petition]
22.1-On or about 2002 the late Mrs Mandela founded a mining company called Chuma Holdings Ltd. Her main focus was to pursue socio-economic development to benefit the poor and the marginalized masses of the African people. These were  her exact words. It appears that this company was sabotaged shortly after its formation until it eventually lost its steam.
23.The former State President Mbeki[p8-12 of the main petition]
23.1-The HIV Debate  and the standpoint of the former State President Mbeki was politicized and intentionally misrepresented with the sole purpose to erase the legacy that Mbeki had created in government as President.  That was followed by the unlawful dismissal of Mbeki from  cabinet  in September 2008. While these incidents appeared to be personal attacks to Mbeki, however the truth of the matter is that  this was part and parcel of a campaign  to ‘remove and destroy the Xhosa Nostra ‘ within the powerful blocks  in South African public spaces. The presence of Mbeki was viewed as a symbol that would provide economic benefits to the so-called ‘Xhosa Nostra’ hence Mbeki had to be silenced by whatever means possible. The report of the Inspector-General Mr Ngcakani of March 2006 into the unlawful surveillance of Mr Saki Macozoma  confirms this conclusion beyond the shadow of a doubt.
24.Mr Sakhumzi ‘Saki’ Macozoma[p12-16 of the main petition]
24.1-In the same manner as in Mbeki above the ‘Macozoma Business Empire’ was viewed as a symbol that would  provide economic benefits to the so-called ‘Xhosa Nostra’  hence National Intelligence Agency was instructed to abuse the state resources to destroy the business reputation of Saki. The report by the Inspector –General Mr Zolile Ngcakani  of March 2006 clearly confirms this conclusion.
25. AmaZima Chieftaincy ( Mbanga Great House) and Hon Premier Phumulo Masuale[p16-17]
25.1-The total population that falls under the Mbanga Chieftaincy is in excess of fifty thousand people. Hon Premier Masuale had since 2015 refused to release the findings and the recommendations of the DR Mndende Commission. This has caused a lot of chaos to such an extent that some economic development projects that had been running had to be stopped because there is no clarity regarding chieftaincy.
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It appears clearly to us as AbaThembu Nation that the unlawful conduct of Hon Premier Masuale is to sabotage  Thembuland Royal Empire, and cripple us economically.
26.Land Claim of AmaNdungwane Ka Thembu is unduly delayed.[p17-19]
26.1-This land claim was duly lodged in 1998. To date this land claim has not been finalized. AmaNdungwane are in excess of seventy thousand in number. In February 2019 the Land Claims Commission appointed a new team to pursue the finalization of this claim. This team visited Bholothwa in February 2019 for consultation as a result that we have now seen some movements taking place.

27.Zwartwater Land Claim in Queenstown[p19-20]
27.1-This land claim was duly lodged on  or about 1998 also. To date there is no movement towards its finalization. Numerous letters had been written to the Land Claims Commission asking about the progress. The Land Claims Commission has failed, refused and ignored to reply to any of the letters that had been sent. The land claimants have reported that there is some  economic activity taking place in their land but no one seems to know exactly who these parties are. 
28.Applications for Traditional Councils [p20-21 of the main petition]
28.1-Traditional Councils were created several years ago by legislation to pursue socio-economic development in the rural areas. Several Kingdoms of AbaThembu Nations like AmaZima, AmaNdungwane, AmaGcina, AmaYirha and others have duly lodged their applications to the office of the Hon Premier Masuale for processing and compliance with the legislation. No movement has taken place to process these applications. That failure is tantamount to keeping the rural residents to abject poverty. It also appears to us that these applications are sabotaged intentionally by the office of Hon Premier Masuale as part of a broader national project to cripple the Nation of AbaThembu economically. The actual applications that were lodged to the office of the Hon Premier Masuale are  attached hereto. The following Kingdoms  deserve to be mentioned thus…Inkosi Nosiphe Dabula-Mbanga of AmaZima; Inkosi Alfred Thobile Tyesi of AmaZima; Inkosi Nosabelo Ndarala of AmaNdungwane; Inkosi Xhanti Gideon Sentile of AmaNdungwane; Inkosi  Samsom Jali of AmaYirha; Inkosi Mtshebese Cetywayo of AmaGcina and others.
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29.Unlawful harvesting of the Nquqhu Forest[p22-24]
29.1-In 2017 Thembuland Royal Empire started a process to harvest these forests lawfully and in a commercially viable manner to the benefit of the residents of Nquqhu and other relevant stakeholders.  We spent a lot of money, time and resources in that project to prepare and lay the foundation to benefit the local residents by large. To our surprise  in 2018 that project was sabotaged by government officials to the detriment of the residents of Nquqhu and Cofimvaba at large. Currently these forests are being harvested unlawfully  under the leadership of  government officials to the detriment of the residents of Nquqhu and Cofimvaba at large.

30.A Matter of Deep Concern:

Unfettered political space forms the basis and foundation for every individual to exercise free political choices hence if the political space is deeply polluted, toxic and highly compromised as stipulated above, then it can not be concluded that AbaThembu Nation under these extreme conditions are afforded a fair, just and equal opportunity to exercise our free political rights, and other rights as guaranteed in the National Constitution. If the Nation of Thembu are grossly prejudiced, our socio-economic rights are grossly violated as set out above, then it can not be concluded that the Nation of Thembu are afforded a fair , just and equal opportunity to enjoy the rights that are guaranteed in the National Constitution:Put differently  and clearly the economic well-being of a person forms the foundation for that person to exercise free political rights hence if the economic well-being is destroyed as set out above, then it can not be concluded that  AbaThembu Nation  in South Africa under the current political and economic climate are afforded equal opportunity to enjoy the political, economic and other rights that are guaranteed in the National Constitution.

31.Relief Sought:[p26-28 of the main petition]
31.1-On a short-term basis the Honorable Parliament should enforce the rule of law on the specific cases whereby  it is possible to do so.

20.2-On a long-term basis  the Honorable Parliament should investigate the extent, the impact and the severity of the prejudice, damage and damages that have been suffered  by the Nation of AbaThembu, and consequently put in place corrective measures.
