I am an adult male person of  Stegman Road, Bassonia, Johannesburg. I currently serve as The Emperor of AbaThembu Nation- u Dabulamanzi Ka Ngoza Ka Mkhuphukeli Ka Mvelase KaThembu -as more fully set out in the genealogy of AbaThembu Nation  marked as Annexure ETV PHO  001 attached hereto.

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The facts deposed   to herein fall within my personal knowledge unless the context indicates otherwise, are both true and correct.
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I am duly authorized to depose to this affidavit for one or more of the reasons that  appear herein. Some of the Thembu Chiefdoms who have managed to sign resolutions have done so. Their resolutions are collectively grouped under Annexure ETVP HO 002 attached hereto. As more Thembu Chiefdoms continue to sign more resolutions it is not feasible to say how many will finally sign up for this resolution.  In addition to the individual resolutions aforesaid, thousands of individual members of Thembuland Royal Empire [AbaThembu Nation] have also  attached their signatures in support of this petition. As the number keeps growing every hour it is not feasible to say exactly how many signatures will accompany this petition, save to state that it is several thousands. These signatures are marked as Annexure ETVPHO 003.  I expressly incorporate the provisions of Section 38 of the Bill of Rights [Enforcement of Rights] of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa mutatis mutandis to this petition.
AbaThembu Nation are  currently referred to in modern day as Thembuland Royal Empire[TRE]. I have consistently used this term in the paragraphs below. 
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From the onset I must disclose that I have practiced law at High Court in Johannesburg and Pretoria for more than 15 ( fifteen) years in the past. To this extent I am familiar with the court and other judicial processes.

I was duly crowned as The Emperor of AbaThembu Nation on or about 2007.

Thembuland Royal Empire is the Nation( Tribe) of AbaThembu. TRE has various Kingdoms that are evenly spread in all 9 South African Provinces.
The total number of the members of Thembuland Royal Empire in South Africa is about 32,000,000( thirty two million) or so. As The Emperor of AbaThembu Nation since 2007my duty is to infuse capacity and health into Thembuland Royal Empire, more specifically to the Traditional Leaders that are below the level of The Emperor ( Kings, Chiefs, Headmen,  etc) so that these Traditional Leaders could be able to deliver services to the members of the public. 
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While the Chieftaincies do exercise autonomy in various matters, however , some of their matters are referred to the Office of The Emperor for advice and assistance. This was the basis that led to this matter   to be referred to the Office of The Emperor.

From the onset I must disclose  frankly that the Nation of Thembu are deeply aggrieved by the conduct of the Respondents in this matter.

The summary of the petition;
7.1-The petition raises certain strategies  and tactics  that need to be implemented in order to increase the speed on housing delivery .
7.2-Specific incidents, events and activities with supporting documentation have been used herein below.

7.3-The relief sought is that the Honorable Parliament  should  interrogate this petition and eventually develop a mechanism either in a form of a Special Task Force  or other that would  oversee the implementation of these various strategies and tactics.

Brief context;

8.1-Thembuland Royal Empire has been involved in housing for the past few years in different capacities. To this extent we have personal knowledge of different issues that affect housing delivery. Full details appear on the letter that is attached hereto as an annexure.
8.2-Housing forms the basis of economic prosperity in any country to such an extent that without effective housing system in place it is hard to achieve economic prosperity. This is simply because a human brain that forms the basis of economic prosperity is deeply prejudiced and affected if such a brain is kept under squalid housing conditions. To put it clearly and differently effective housing delivery is the means while economic prosperity is an end.

A brief legal position;

9.1-The Constitutional Court has given this country a guide on how the delivery of housing must be undertaken. That occurred in the case of  Grootboom. I have attached hereto the summary and the application of the law  in this case marked as Annexure ETVPHO 004. This legal position   that  we wrote has been distributed free of charge to millions of people in South Africa.

Strategies and Tactics to increase the speed on housing delivery
10.1-On or about October 2017 we wrote a letter to the then Minister of Housing-Ms Lindiwe Sisulu. The same letter was written to the current Minister Ms Mfeketho in March 2018. On both occasions we did not receive any reply from these two Honorable Ministers. This letter is quite detailed, and runs for about 8 pages or so. A copy of this letter is attached hereto marked as Annexure ETVPHO 005.
10.2-I do not deem it necessary to repeat the contents of this letter as the same is indeed self-explanatory. I however deem it necessary to summarize its contents.  The gist of the letter deals with various means that should be employed to increase the speed to deliver descent housing to the public. These include the following, but is not limited to inter alia;

10.2.1-Simplified policies and procedures for easy access to adequate housing delivery to the public;

10.2.2-How to improve lawmaking in the housing sector in order to design policies and procedures that would address directly the intended issues;

10.2.3-Raising finance for housing by government outside the normal fiscal allocation;
10.2.4-Developing SME sector in the housing industry;

10.2.5-Understanding a broad legal framework on housing that should be used as a foundation when designing strategies, tactics, policies, statutes and the like. This broad legal framework  appears in Annexure ETVPHO 004 on paragraph 9 above; and

10.2.6-Many more.

11.It must however be stated that this letter is very brief as the same is intended to initiate discussion. More flesh can be added once the basic issues have been debated.

The relief  sought from the  Honorable Parliament;

12.1-The relief sought from the Honorable Parliament is that the Honorable Parliament should interrogate this petition thoroughly and eventually develop a mechanism either in a form of a Special Task Force or other that would oversee the implementation of these strategies and tactics.
Another Relief;

12.2-Any other relief that is deemed necessary by the Honorable Parliament having due consideration to the contents of this document.
