COMMITTEE RECOMMENDS NAMES TO SERVE ON DRUGS AGENCY BOARD
Parliament, Friday, 13 November 2020 – The Portfolio Committee on Social Development has recommended the 13 names of people who will serve on the Central Drugs Authority (CDA).
The Chairperson, Mr Mondli Gungubele, said the committee is confident that these are South Africans who will advance the objectives of the CDA.
“The committee is satisfied that the 13 met the interview guidelines, which included knowledge of the sector, knowledge of the national drug master plan, and adequate understanding of good governance principles.”
The names of the recommended candidates will be forwarded to the minister for appointment.
The Sub-Commitee has extended the term of the interim board until January 2021 or until the appointment of the new board, following elapsed time since the call for nominations was advertised by the Department of Social Development.
Mr Gungubele said the committee noted the letter of concern that was received from one candidate, but assured all that the committee satisfied all the parliamentary processes for the appointment of this board. The letter was forwarded to the Parliamentary Legal office to provide legal advice on the issues raised in the letter.
Mr Gungubele wished all recommended candidates good luck in serving South Africans.
