PRESENTATION BY PROVINCES

All provinces made their presentation in terms of the status quo of their structures as well as sub structures.

During their presentations it was noted that most provinces have similar challenges of non-fully functional structures.

The meeting then resolved that roadshows be done in order to visit these province to be able to give them direction in ters of what is expected from them as provincial leaders.

INTER-PROVINCIAL TOURNAMENTS

It was aslo identified that provinces are hosting tournaments without following proper procedures.
The meeting then resolved that the hosting club should seek permission to host from its province, then the province refer its approval to the national structure before inviting any other province.

SECOND DAY SESSION

The Kwazulu Natal President, Mr. Siyabulela Mkwalo was pleased to welcome all the delegates to the workshop and felt honoured to be the hosting province of this prestigious workshop.
He then introduced the guests: Mr. A. Sikhosana, Manager for KZN Academy of Sport and Mrs R. Naidoo, Head of Departement at Department of Sport and Recreation.

Our guests were then given an opportunity to greet the house. They both mentioned the fact that they are fully behind the boxing sport and that they are glad that the KZN is represented in the national boxing structures and the national team. A. MEDICAL COMMISSION

The medical Commission identified the following challenges:

· No medical commission was previously established

· Nurses were utilised in tournaments- risking the lives of boxers.

· No national databese of medical team.

They raised the following concerns:

· Medical check-ups on boxers and officials record books – not done by medical doctors.

· Pre-bout check-ups for ladies is not thoghroughly done – preg test.

· Girls should be checked by women during trainings.

· Progressive follow up on boxers health – be done to national teams.

· Officials health status.

They came up with the following proposals:

· First Aid course be conducted to all officials and coaches

· Knowledge of boxers health status (involve parents)
· Routine medical check up for officials

· Hygiene during bouts.

· Nutritional state of boxers

· Doping of atheletes (education)

· Boxers safety with regards to headguards

· Medical plan

· Medical equipment be provided by the federation

· Record keeping during tournaments

· Scout for presentation across the country

Recommendations:

· In every SANABO council meeting the medical commission must be represented.

· Commissions must have its own meetings if needs be.

· Induction workshops be conducted
