Conclusion

62. For the aforesaid reasons, the Society submits that the optimal model for the investigation and prosecution of complex commercial crime and corruption is as follows:

an integrated, multi-disciplinary investigating team;

consisting of at least investigators and prosecutors;

staffed by members of the same, independent authority;

who remain responsible for the investigation and prosecution, in an uninterrupted and seamless process from the inception of the investigation to the conclusion of any prosecutions;

in addition to support from whatever other disciplines are required for the case, such as forensic accountants, crime information analysts and other technical support personnel;

where the line of reporting and control in respect of all investigative and prosecutorial decisions remain within a single, independent authority; and

with effective oversight and high-level coordination with other government stakeholders in the fight against crime.
