Emergency regulations

147A. 
(1) 
Notwithstanding the provisions contained in this Part, the Director must, in the event of any threat or imminent threat to safety and security or in the event of any person, aircraft, airport, heliport or aviation facility being seriously and immediately threatened, initiate the promulgation of emergency regulations in order to counter any such threat or imminent threat.   


(2) 
Any regulation issued in terms of subsection (1) must not be inconsistent with the provisions of the Constitution or any other law administered by the Civil Aviation Authority.


(3)
Any regulation promulgated as contemplated in subsection (1) must be reconsidered by the committee as referred to in section 143 of this Part, within 90 days of promulgation of such regulation which committee may propose the repeal, amendment or confirmation of such regulation.
