The present Board has been under pressure to step down from its very inception some 18 months ago.

The suspension and subsequent dismissal of the CEO added pressure as it resulted in a standoff with Management. This was followed by the resignation of Mr Vundla followed by Ms Quinta and Ms Lagadien.

These significant instances led to the Board having problems with quorum. The Present situation is that 9 Board members have resigned. This effectively makes the Board totally unfunctionable. Resigned members still have a fiduciary duty for 3 months but this does not change the major problem of an unfunctionable Board.

It is therefore my respectful view that the present Board be dissolved with immediate effect by the President and an interim Board be appointed to deal with urgent challenges whilst a new board is chosen.
