SASFU SUBMISSION TO PARLIAMENT ON LABOUR BROKERS 

SASFU is a Military Trade Union in the SANDF.  We have been exposed to an unjust and barbaric practice of labour brokers, in which our mothers, fathers, sisters and brothers are treated like fourth-class citizens in the country of their birth.  These casual workers do not belong to unions and do not have any labour rights.

When we were exposed to some unjust treatment of these workers, our SASFU Simon’s TOWN Branch tried to assist the workers by engaging the management of a labour broker (Simon’s Outsourcing).  We have since found out the management of the said labour broker was only interested in squeezing even the last drop of blood still remaining in the working power of these workers and was not interested in addressing their plight.

The complaints included rape, sexual harassment, nepotism as attached in the accompanying grievance.

We are therefore of the view that labour brokers must be scrapped and the workers must be employed directly by the employers with their rights guaranteed.
