DBD-SUPPORT IN EDUCATION FOR INCREASED PRODUCTIVITY in education1. The challenges in South African education are many.  The one that stand to the front is the fact that we will not be able to recruit enough teachers to solve the shortage of qualified teachers.  At the same time the quality of education should be increased.

2. Therefore, it is clear that the productivity in education (increase in education quality and the decrease of cost) should be increased, because South Africa should improve the quality of its education and at the same time decrease the cost, at least the per unit cost, of education.

3. The DBD-support-in-education was developed over the past ten years through research and tested during the last three years through research.  It was proved that the DBD-support-in-education manage to increase productivity in education by at least 20% (a 15% increase in education achievement and a 25% decrease in input cost).

4. The DBD is an e-book on DVD-basis and needs a TV and DVD-player to access.  Thus, it is much more accessible than computer material.  About 67% of South African households have a TV and our calculation shows that about 95% of all South African learners have direct access to a TV and DVD-player.

5. We are convinced that the DBD-support-in-education needs a pilot study of implementation in a particular learning area / subject of a particular school phase to determine if this first in the world and truly South African can provide an instrument to solve some of the problems experienced in South African education.  Simultaneously the DBD-support-in-education can mean a lot for other countries of the world.  

We have the opportunity and responsibility to really improve quality and decrease cost!!!!
