PROPOSED AMENDMENTS: INDEPENDENT POLICE INVESTIGATIVE DIRECTORATE BILL [B15 - 2010]

NEW CHAPTER 7


1. On page 6, after line 49, to insert the following sections:

“Reporting and cooperation by members

10. (1). The Station Commissioner, or a member of the South African Police Service or Municipal Police Service must-

(a) immediately after becoming aware, notify the Directorate of any matters referred to in section 25; and 

(b) within 24 hours thereafter, submit a written report to the Directorate in the prescribed form and manner of any matter as contemplated in paragraph (a)."

(2) The members of the South African Police Service or Municipal Police Service must provide their full cooperation to the Directorate, including but not limited to-

(a) the arrangement of an identification parade within 48 hours of the request made by the Directorate;

(b) the availability of members for the taking affidavit or an affirmed declaration or to give evidence or produce any document in that member's possession or under his or her control which has a bearing on the matter being investigated; and

(c) any other information or documentation required for investigation purposes.

Disciplinary recommendations

11. (1) The National Commissioner or the appropriate Provincial Commissioner to whom complaints regarding disciplinary matters were referred, as contemplated in section 6(5), (6), (7) and (8), must- 

(a) within 90 days of receipt thereof, subject to subsection (2), implement then recommendations made by the Directorate;

(b) within 10 days after the end of every month submit a written report to the Executive Director on the progress regarding the implementation of the said recommendations and must provide a copy thereof to the Secretariat; and

(c) immediately on finalisation of any disciplinary matter referred to it by the Directorate inform the Directorate in writing of the outcome thereof and provide a copy to the Secretariat.

(2) The National Commissioner or appropriate Provincial Commissioner must within 90 days from receipt of the recommendations regarding disciplinary matters provide the Executive Director with written reasons if he or she is of the opinion that the recommendations required by the Directorate should for any reason not be implemented and provide a copy thereof to the Secretariat."

CLAUSE 30

1. On page 11, after line 47, to insert the following subsection:

“(3) Any police officer who fails to comply with section 10 shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction to a fine or to imprisonment for a period not exceeding two years."

CLAUSE 31

1. On page 12, after line 12, to insert the following paragraph:

"(d) the request and arrangement of identification parades and to secure the attendance of members under investigation at those parades;"
