COMMENTS ON THE DEEDS REGISTRIES AMENDMENT BILL NO B13/2010

The Law Society of South Africa (LSSA) wishes to comment as follows with regard to the Deeds Registries Amendment Bill, No B13.2010:

SECTION 4 OF THE BILL

It is suggested that the additional words "or record" be omitted and the word "and” be inserted between "execution" and "registration". It this is not done, rates clearance certificates and other ancillary documents could be rejected for non-compliance. Another extreme example would be that sequestration notes, notices of attachment and the like would also have to comply with the requirements. The requirements should only apply to a document which is either executed by the Registrar or registered by the Registrar and not in a document which is recorded by the Registrar and is of an ancillary nature to registration or execution.
