Disputes referred to the ELRC for Dismissal relating to Alleged Sexual Misconduct
For the 2009/2010 financial year the ELRC received a total of 12 disputes nationally relating to dismissal for alleged sexual misconduct. Of these 4 disputes emanated from Kwazulu Natal, three from North West, Two from Free State and one each from Eastern Cape, Mpumalanga and Western Cape. No disputes of this nature were declared in Gauteng and Limpopo Province. This is not to say that no such incidents occurred in these provinces. All its means is that no educator filed a dispute relating to dismissal for alleged sexual misconduct in these provinces.
Of the 12 disputes received, 10 have been finalized via awards being rendered and 2 disputes are part heard and are currently in the process of being finalized. The ELRC Panelist’s upheld the dismissal of the applicant’s in the 10 awards that were handed down.
Current Investigations and Disciplinary Hearings being Conducted by the some Provincial Department of Education for Alleged Sexual Misconduct
North West
In the current financial year the North West DOE has investigated 6 cases relating to alleged sexual misconduct.  Of these, one case has been finalized due to the educator resigning while charges were still pending against him. The other five matters are still in process and awaiting finalization in terms of the disciplinary process.

Free State

Free State reported a total of 21 cases of sexual misconduct which is being investigated and being dealt with via a disciplinary process. 

Western Cape

In the Western Cape a total of 21 cases of alleged sexual misconduct were investigated. Of these 9 disciplinary enquiries were already finalized. There were 3 guilty findings where educators were dismissed and 6 instances where educators were found to be not guilty of the offences for which they were charged. Twelve matters are currently pending investigation or in the process of a disciplinary enquiry.
