Subject: Safe Containers
Dear Valerie,

Thank you for taking my call, I did find the bill and glanced through it, in simple terms its more about safety in the manufacturing of the actual containers.

This is a brief back ground as to where I come from in terms of “safety of containers”; allow me to go back in time and bring you up to speed. (I will not bore you with great lengths of details)

In 2002 there was a big up serge in human traffic; our harbors were moving containers of people from all over, India, Taiwan and so on. Lawyers from human rights contacted, to see if I could come up with some device where they would be able to transport an empty container, knowing that it has not been opened while in transit.

Sounds simple but it was very difficult to satisfy ALL the players, Shipping lines, Port operations, Customs the list goes on.

To understand their problem, allow me to explain their big  problem :  once the client has packed the container, the client  close the double doors and insert a security bolt seal, transfer the liability to the transporter, who then up lifts the container ( road or rail transport), arrives at the final destination (Port), transfer the container to the Port Operations, they load it onto the ship and off it sails, on arrival, it is again up lifted and delivered to the client

Now, grab this, during the entire logistic chain, not a single person checks to see if the original seal is still intact, nor does anyone check or cross reference the original seal number to the manifest or what they call CTO.

So, it’s a piece of cake to smuggle or remove goods, simple work with the driver, cut the bolt off the door, remove or load goods, and replace it with another seal, they ALL look the same and off you go.

It took me 8 years to design and build the “Jollseal”; I have attached a few drawing as well as the patent document, which technically explains how it works.

But, in simple English, if you fit a Jollseal (which will fit every single seal in the world), scan it  in on collection and the rescan it out  on arrival,  if the Jollseal gives you a full read, it  guarantee you that the original seal is still intact and that the doors have not been opened.
