The executive authority of the department concerned must ensure that criminal proceedings contemplated in subsection (16)(a) are instituted against the accounting officer concerned.

(a)
The executive authority of the department concerned must each year, by not later than 28 February and 31 August, submit to the Cabinet member responsible for the administration of justice—

(i)
particulars of every final court order sounding in money against his or her department that has not been satisfied within the time periods prescribed in this section;
(ii)
the reasons for not satisfying the final court order within the time periods prescribed in this section;  and
(iii)
what reasonable steps have been taken against the accounting officer concerned who failed to satisfy a final court order within the time periods prescribed in this section and the outcome thereof.


(b)
The Cabinet member responsible for the administration of justice must each year, by not later than 31 March and 30 September, submit a report to Parliament containing the information referred to in paragraph (a).
