The provisions of this Act are suspended from operation pending the establishment of the standards, policies and procedures contemplated in Chapter 3 and the regulations contemplated in section 48, or for a reasonable period [of 18 months] from the date on which this Act takes effect, whichever occurs first, except-" 


Saving of classified information

A:

Any information classified under previous classification legislation or any other law, remains in force until the commencement of this Act
