BILL

To amend the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1996, so as to remove legislative competence in respect of further education and training and adult education and training from the functional areas of concurrent national and provincial legislative competence; and to provide for matters connected therewith.

PARLIAMENT of the Republic of South Africa enacts as follows:—
Amendment of Part A of Schedule 4 to the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1996

1. Part A of Schedule 4 to the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1996, is hereby amended by the substitution for the expression “Education at all levels, excluding tertiary education” of the expression “Education [in schools] from grade R up to grade 12.”.
Short title and commencement

2. This Act is called the Constitution Eighteenth Amendment Act of 2011, and comes into operation on a date determined by the President by proclamation in the Gazette.
