The Committee expressed its dissatisfaction with the NDA’s delays in addressing the issues of inadequate skills and competencies of its employees in order to provide effective support to projects.  It was recommended that a retention strategy should be developed as a measure to retain staff.

The Committee felt that lack of proper conflict resolution measures to assist project beneficiaries resolve conflicts is a critical aspect that needs urgent attention. This is so in the light that NDA informed the committee that some projects had to be discontinued due to unresolved conflicts. 

NDA should strengthen and improve its core business and put more focus on achieving its target of reducing administrative costs. It should also mobilize more resources in order to achieve this objective. Lastly, the committee recommended that the entity should strengthen its measures to capacitate NGO’s and CBO’s it funded.

The Committee should be kept informed about the progress of the 14 projects that SASSA will be implementing to address challenges it is facing. The Committee will monitor the progress by conducting oversight visits and committee briefings.

SASSA should prioritize addressing the issue of high vacancy rate as it impacts negatively on service delivery.

In relation to the challenges related to long queues, exploitation of beneficiaries by merchants and money lenders and many other challenges prevalent in the pay points, the Committee recommended SASSA should urgently develop mechanisms to address these. It should engage with law enforcements agencies, that is, the Department of Justice and Constitutional Development and the South African Police Service, to deal with the challenge of merchants and money lenders.  

To address the challenge of filing system, SASSA should consider adopting the centralised filing model used by the filing warehouse in the Eastern Cape in other filing warehouses.
