 DAC relationship with Blind SA:
· DAC fulfils part of its mission, namely promoting access to information, through its annual subsidy to Blind SA.  Blind SA is an NPO with a Braille Services division and is located in Mayfair, Johannesburg. One of its primary objectives is to provide services for blind and partially sighted individuals to uplift and empower them by publishing reading and learning materials in Braille for individuals or institutions (e.g. schools for the blind).  
        DAC’s Parliamentary grant to Blind SA helps to fund the production of books, handbooks and periodicals and other documents in Braille.  The grant also enables Blind SA to provide Braille materials at cost, or even below cost, depending on the financial ability of the person or organisation for whom the printing is done. Blind SA prints Braille materials in all eleven official languages of South Africa and liaises with the South Africa Braille Authority (SABA) in developing Braille standards and policy for these languages.
