Submission: People who are not practising law or who don’t belong to any professional body should not be allowed to use the title of advocate. The reason being that if somebody is not practising law and they don’t belong to any professional body , they are not subjected to any ethical and professional rules. Such people become difficult to monitor. When a person like this, does something wrong , it seems as if the advocate profession is put into disrepute. There is no way of disciplining the said person. 

 

The public does not know the difference between advocates who are practising law and those who don’t. The public may take it for granted that there is no discipline in the  advocate profession.

 

This is open to debate to see how non practising advocates who don’t belong to any professional body can be held accountable for using the title advocate
